“Faith of our_ fathers, living still”—so wrote the
POG'[IC hymn writer in the opening line of his mili-
ant song.

The fpreservatlon_ of this faith has been at the
price of constant vigilance and selt-s,even% They
who have passed the torch of spiritual Tife and
light to us were never passive. They never held
ItS sacred trust in mediocrity.

Christianity and the Church of Christ have always
known combat action. Militated against by a com-
mon foe, the Church today is at”_the crossroads.
Her very existence Is threatened. The fire of her
enemies”is _that of the heaviest artillery. We must
hold the line of our faith at any cost, in face of
any peril. To keep that line intact is to save all:
to"lose that line Is to lose all. T_odax the frontal
assault is treacherous and subtle; idenfity is camou-
flaged or concealed. The cunning fog” may wear
pait or all of the attire of the patriot creatlng
confusion and infiltrating by means of stealth an
craftiness behind the froft line of defense.

Some parade our Stregts and knock at our doors
under the guise. of religious pretext. Our fore-
fathers were”spiritually sensitive, keen of detection,
They recognized the foe in his disguise. Do we still
possess that quality of moral and spiritual alert-
ness? The homelarid of our fathers is deluged today
with a flood of “isms,” having a common culture
In a common ground—atheism; the lack of the
\flltﬁ!lty and power of God—all that is opposed to
aith.

Lastly, the. Church_ must guard against a passive
and_condoning spirit, This spawns moral and
spiritual ~inertia, gilvmg wron? the . advantage.

Salesmen of this
type of litefatyre are invading the homes of our
land, mostly through the mails, and have their
goal set to” reach One million teen-agers in the
Next twelye months. . .

Most of the advertising matter of this dirty ma-
terial 1s being sent out as first-class mail, A niother
stood up recently In a service and said that her
fourteen-year-old“son received one of these letters
a few (ays ,bef%re. , ,

Testimonies have been given to the United States
Congress as to the seriousness of this matter. It
IS béing exgosed over the radio, TV, angd throulgh
the press. Forty-five per_cent more convictions for
sending out this material were gotten this year
than the year previous. ,

Many of the offenders have been sent to prison
for advertising this pornographic material. A new
law has recentlg been passed In an eastern state,
calling for a $2,000 fine and two years in prison
for trafficking in obscene literature.

It 1s.now time for all decent-minded citizens and
Christian people to awaken out of their compla-
cency, and do s,omethmg about_this matter right
In the community wheré they live. It Is striking
rlgPt at_our door. _ _
