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Student lobby takes stand
This brief s u m m a r y  of the 

bills w h i c h  the Idaho Student 
Lobby is now i n v o l v e d  with is 
m eant a s a sampling of the five 
m a i n  concerns which the ISL is 
going o n record as being in sup­
port of. The ASNNC Senate in 
last Tuesday's m eeting came out 
in support o f the position of ISL 
on each bill.

HB 483 An all-incliK ive b ill 
which would g i v e  a ll the r i ^ t s  
a n d  responsibilities of majority 
to e i^ te e n y e a r  olds. It concerns 
34 different areas of the Idaho 
Code. First presented by Repre­
sentative Pat McDermott (Biaber), 
HB 483 passed the Hoiise by a vote 
of 41-29 but failed in Senate, vote 
of 16-19. Further action w ill be 
taken on the b ill through amend­
ments which would make i t  more 
agreeable to the more conserva­
t i v e  legislators. T h e  ISL has 
c o m e  out in full support of this 
b ill.

SB 1408 A b ill which would 
establish minimum standards for 
low -rent housing. This b ill in  
conjimction with SB 1407, which 
s e t s  up the Idaho State Housing 
Agency, would create an enfor­
ceable program which would b e 
to ta llybenefic ial to students, the 
poor, and many minority groups 
C u r r e n t l y  in the State Affairs

Committee, SB 1408 has gained 
full support from the ISL.

SB 1400 Legislation w h i c h  
would expand upon and improve 
the Human Rights Commission by 
giving them  the li ght of Subpoena 
and granting f i v e  year terms to 
a ll m e m b e r s  of the body. SB 
1400 is currently in the Senate 
and w ill be amended to clear up 
certain technical legal matters. 
The ISL i s in full support of the 
amended form of SB 1400.

HB 492 A b ill w h i c h  would 
r e p e a l  the new Criminel Code 
without replacing i t  w i t h  any 
type of Criminal legislation. At 
least one week would be required 
to re-adopt the old Code. If the 
old Code is adopted, the penalty 
for t h e  use of Marijuana would 
be increased to a felony. For this 
and other r e a s o n s ,  the ISL has 
come out as being in  firm oppos­
ition to this bill.

SB 1437 Legislation w h i c h  
would c r e a t e  a Department of 
Ecology seperate and independent 
of Ihe D e p a r t m e n t  of Health 
w h i c h  i t  is now responsible to. 
Tony Park is the strongest advocate 
of this b ill w h i c h  is now in the 
Resources and Enviomment Com­
m ittee , The ISL is supporting the 
passage of this bill.

Brain surgery done 
in lab psych test

A bipolar electrode was im ­

p l a n t e d  into the m edial fore­
b r a i n  b u n d l e  of the posterior 
hypothalamus o f  a r a t  i n  last 
Thursday's lab session of the Bio­
logical Foundations of Behavior 
class.

ftofessor Dene Simpson, with 
s o m e  h e l p  from students, ac­
complished the surgery in  three 
h o u r s  f r o m  anesthetization to 
s u t u r i n g .  The purpose of im­
planting the electrode is to see if 
duringbehavioraltesting, the rat 
w i l l  perform tasks for the "re-

the validity of this particular area 
as one of the "pleasure centers" 
of the brain.

This experiment is only one 
of several performed in  lab ses­
sions by the Biological Foimda- 
tions class. Since coming back to 
NNC, Mr. Simpson has been or­
ganizing a n d  improving the ex- 
p e r i m e n t a l  and physiological 
programs of the P^chology De­
partm ent.

These improvements includ­
ed much new e q u i p m e n t  and 
courses designed to  implement 
theiruse. Through the use of the

stim ulation, thereby establishing with sm all animals, the physiol­
ogical bases o f  behavior can be 
determined and observed.

Mr. Simpson hopes to make 
NNC's experim ental psychology 
program into one of the best un­
d e  g r a d u a t e  programs in the 
country. Already the program has 
features unique to colleges in the 
Treasure Valley and possibly in 
a ll of Idaho.

One p r o b l e m  encotmtered 
now  in the development of this 
p r o g r a m  is the problem of lab 
s p a c e  a n d  of course financial 
means for purchasing equipment. 
These problems are being m et, 
however. Through these new pro­
grams, the quality of education 
at N N C c o n t i n u e s  to be im­
proved , e v i d e n c e  again that 
quality education and Christian 
standards can be compatible.

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Next year's academic structure to change drastically

A n e w  academ ic structure, 
w hichw illbe in  use a t NNC next 
fall, a c t u a l l y  consists o f  two 
major changes. However to look 
a t t h e s e  objectively, one must 
Qrstknow a little  of the past ac­
ademic history of our institution.

P r i o r  to 1964, NNC was on 
th e  typical two-semester plan 
with a normal load of 16 credits, 
an a v e r a g e  of 6 or 7 different 
classes e a c h  week, and finals 
after Christmas vacation. As the 
Academic Vice President expres­

sed it, "One had to  almost be a 
Junior Executive justtw keep track 
of that many classes and assign­
ments. "

Since that tim e NNC has used 
a three-term  system. Under this 
system the student theoretically 
carries an average of three solids 
plus a t least one other one-credit 
class to receive ten  s e m e s t e r  
credits in eleven weeks.

In comparison to the semester 
system t h i s  m eans less in-class 
item , less f r a g m e n t a t i o n  of 
courses, a n d  more out-of-class

or independent study tim e.
In reviewing this three-term  

operation i t  was f e l t  that there 
needed to be more in-class tim e 
c o u p l e d  with a proportionate 
decrease in independent s t u d y  
requirements. In addition i t  was 
noted that due to  the small av­
erage load (ten credits per term) 
if  a student was forced to drop a 
couple of classes dining his col­
lege career h e  might be hard 
press d to "c a t c h  up" by grad­
uation tim e.

Thus a new four-solids system

w a s  proposed and subsequently 
accepted.

Under this n e w  system an 
average load w ill b e four solids 
p e r  term  and classes w ill m eet 
three times a week for 65 minutes 
each tim e or two tim es a week 
for 100 minutes each tim e.

In conjunction with this w ill 
come a determined effort by the 
faculty to reorganize their calsses 
f o r  now they can assume to oc­
cupy only one-fourth of each stu­
dent's academ ic tim e rather than 
one-third as assumed before.

A guideline of 40 to tal hours 
p e r  week, or 10 hours per class 
of in -  and out-of-class tim e has 
been established.

In addition the unit of m ea­
s u r e  for each c l a s s  is being 
c h a n g e d .  Beginning next fall 
classes w ill be worth either one 
" c o u r s e  u n i t "  or one-fourth 
"course unit "rather than the one, 
two, three, or four credit system 
presently in  use.

In other words, a class rated 
as one course imitwould tlieore- 
tically  require 10 total hours per 
w e e k  of in -  and out-of-class 
t i m e  and a one-fourth course 
would require two and one-half 
hours per week.

Forty-seven c o u r s e  units 
w ill be required f o r  graduation 
and the Academic Vice President 
w a n t s  i t  made perfectly clear 
that there w illbe no "conversion 
loss " for semester credits for those 
students involved in  this trans­
action. ., . ... . . .  .. .

ing the s t u d e n t s  by providing 
more i n - c l a s s  tim e that this 
change is being made.

The other related  major ' 
change to take place next year 
is a new course numbering system. 
NNC w ill be joining the m a n y

other e d u c a t io n s l in s t i tu t io n '/  
now u s i n g  the "100-200-300- 
400 " system of numbering.

Under this program the 100's 
are equated with freshmen, 200's 
with s o p h o m o r e ,  300 'sw ith 
junior, and 400 's w i t h  senior 
l e v e l  courses. However, there 
w illbe some Integrationbetween 
the course levels as there is now.

More information concerning 
these academ ic changes w ill be 
available later this year.

Lastyeai, the ASNNC Senate 
appointed a com m ittee to  look 
into the different ways in which 
diciplinary actions a r e  handled 
on campus. This c o m m i t t e e  
found that a s t u d e n t  judiciary 
board c o u l d  be an asset to the 
present system.

F i r s t  te rm , the Senate ap­
pointed a com m ittee to develop 
a possible judicial system. As 
chairman of t h e  com m ittee, I 
was faced with the task of direct­
in g  t h i s  seemingly impossible 
operation. The impossible m ay 
bem ore practical than one might 
think.

A t present, the above level 
of dorm councils, there is no all 
student judicial board. The place

for a judicialboard to be placed 
in our system is between the dorm 
councils and Student life  Execu­
tive Com m ittee. This would oc­
cupy a place left void by the now 
n o n -  existent Women's Judicial 
Board. The p l a c e  this judicial 
board would occupy would r e s t  
roughly on the same level as the 
De an of Men and De an of Women. 
For diciplinary p u r p o s e s ,  the 
board would serve as an appeals 
board for students who wanted to 
appeal a decision of the Dean of 
Men o r  Dean of Women, or the 
De ans could r e f e r  situations to 
the board and thereby their posi­
tion would be more as a counselor 
on certain cases w h i c h  was an 
idea accepted w i t h  enthusiasm 
b y  students a n d  administrators

alike.
The board^s  other function 

would be to ac t as the third branch 
o f  student government. In  this 
capacity, itwould serve basically 
to decide whether acts passed by 
the S e n a t e  conflicted with the 
ASNNC constitution a n d  to see 
that the constitution of any club 
on campus does not conflict with 
the ASNNC constitution.

There are many more details 
to be worked out by the com m it­
tee before any recommendation 
is given to the Senate. I think we 
are on the right track. Sometime 
third term , if  not b e f o r e ,  the 
s t u d e n t  body m ay be asked to 
r a t  i f  y o r re jec t a student judi­
ciary.

A recent study b y  David P. 

Forsythe indicates that Soviet in­
fluence in the Middle East is not 
as extensive as most US policy- 
m akersbelieve. Despite massive 
S o v i e t  arms shipments to the 
M i d d l e  East, Arab nations do 
possess a h i g h  degree of inde­
pendence a n d  self-determ ina­
tion.

D r .  Forsythe, Director o f  
Foreign Area Studies a t Georgia 
S t a t e  University, cam e to this 
conclusion after studying Soviet- 
A r a b  interaction between th e  
1 9 6  7 Arab-Israeli war and the 
death o f  President Nasser in the 
fall of 1970.

He believes t h a t  the basic 
Soviet objective in t h e  Middle 
East is "a partial settlem ent be­
t w e e n  A r a b  and Israeli that 
would open the Suez and reduce 
the threat of m ajorw ar but would 
leave the fundamental Palestine 
question to fester and breed fur­
ther anti-W estemism in the re­
gion. "

O p e n i n g  up the Suez area 
would provide opportunities for 
the Soviet navy to operate freely 
in  th e  Red Sea, Persian Gulf, 
and Indian Ocean.^ In addition, 
itwould allow Soviets to expand 
trade with the east coast of Af­
rica a n d  p r o v i d e  them with 
e a s i e r  shipping lanes to North 
V ietnam .

Moreover, while a nuclear 
w a r  would obviously jwove dis- 
sastrous, some degree of conflict 
in the Middle East is desirable for 
Soviet propaganda pusposes. The 
Arab World has always considered 
the Zionist movement as a front 
o f  Western im perialism . Thus 
the Arab territorial conflict with 
Israel is their primary reason for 
antagonism toward the West. A 
complete solution to the hostili­
ties would open the door for rec­
onciliation b e  t w e e n  the Arab 
world and the US.

Because the Soviet Union can 
s e e  no  workable alternative to 
cooperating with the UAR, in the 
light o f  basic Soviet objectives 
in the area, t h e i r  r o l e  in the 
Middle East cannot be considered 
THE crucial elem ent in determ - 
i n i n g  futme Arab policy. The 
Soviet Union feels that pressur­
in g  th e  UAR into doing some­
thing against its w ill would de­
stroy the fulcrum of their opera­
tions and policies in  the Middle 
East.

Hence th e  f u t u r e  o f  t h e  
A r a b - I s r a e l i  conflict depends 
prim arily o n  th e  ability of the 
principals to come to a territor­
ial compromise, which will re­
q u i r e  s o m e  degree of Israeli 
withdrawal. Soviet policy w ill 
have little  effect on this crucial 
issue.

Several item s of importance 
cam e b e f o r e  lire Senate last 
Tuesday, and m a n y  decisions 
w e r e  made in  the course of the 
m e e t i n g .  After the usual an - 
nomrcements, e tc . t h e  Senate 
progressed to t a l k  about ISGA. 
Each delegate p r e s e n t  gave a 
brief report, and on the whole the 
response was positive.

Mike Flanagan w a s  a t the 
m eetingto  report on the offering 
received, and got the go ahead 
from the Senate to start with the 
$250.00 (hey have received to 
date. S e v e r a l  possibilities of 
ways to raise money were men­
tioned

The final amendments to the 
Proposed Senate Procedures were 
discussed. Two of the com m ittee 
recommendations passed. T h e  
third one, removing partial veto 
power, was defeated by a chair 
vote, and thus, the President has 
both partial and complete veto 
power.

The other item s under con­

sideration w e r e  Constitutional 
Amendments submitted by th e  
Campus Life Committee, Leg­
islative Report of the Idaho Stu­
dent Lobby, a n d a recommen­
dation concerning an Academic 
Appeals Board. For a more com ­
plete r e p o r t  about the Idaho 
Student lobby and how the NNC 
Senate compared with the Report;

'No two nations have known
each other so little  but hate each 
other so m u ch .'

Among pioneer C h r i s t i a n  
missionaries to China are believ­
ed to have been m igrant Jews of 
aboutsecond century AD, exiled 
Nestorius (400's) of Constantin­
ople, Arab traders (about 700's), 
Marco P o l o  and John o f  Monte 
Corvino (1200's), but these efforts 
were believed to be absorbed.

Xavier (1500's)failedto land 
on C h i n a  and Catholics had to 
sneak in Peking by t h e  camou­
flage of wearing Buddhist robes.

Robert Morrison in 1807 be­
came the first Protestant mission­
ary to land on China. His trans­
lation o f  the Testaments, how­
ever, was supersededby his con­
temporary missionary to  India, 
Marshman.

Betweenthe end of the opium 
war (1839-1842) and the eve of 
T a i p i n g Rebellion (concrurent 
with American Civil W a r )  pio- 
n e e r  educational opportunities 
were offered to  Chinese womer 
through 12 missionary schools.

The famous St. John's Col­
lege o f Shanghai and about two 
othersim ilarcollegesw ere erec­
ted before 1872. Church vanished 
largely s i n c e  1949 there, th e  
year t h a t  China changed color.

Chinese Communist Admin­
istration started in 1927, one year 
after the death o f Dr. Stm Yat- 
Sen. Before the Great Proletarian 
Cultural Revolution (1966-1968), 
Sinologist's sources probably re­
l i e d  largely on official Peking 
published propaganda o f  quasi­
primary translations or European 
visitors orlUS Consulate General
in Hong Kong.

The failure of communes and 
G r e a t  Leap Forward (1958-61) 
was replaced by Social Education 
Campaign of '62 which featured 
education, fo u r-c le  a n u p s  and
five-antis.

The Red Guard's c o n f l i c t  
with the People's L i b e r a t i o n  
Armywas interpreted as the con­
flic t between Proletarian (Mao) 
and Bourgeoisie (Kruschev revi­
sionists).

During the last two decades, 
ancestoral worship, mass illiter- 
ation, individuality and favored 
status for foreigners disappeared 
withfarm ing graveland, shifting 
fam ily individuals to state insti­
t u t i o n s  and the uniformity of 
plain cloths instead of the once- 
fad western stilts.

Outward loyalty to Dr. S u n  
was the utilization by the R e d s  
of D r .  Sun's blood descendant 
as a m inister, who, ironically, 
is the sister of Madame Chiang.

I - Ching with its hexagram 
prophecy of probabilities. Strat­
egy of SunTze (tentative transla­
tion of the t i t le ) with its Machi­
avellian cleverness (and ever re­
vered byM ao) C o n f u c i u s  and 
Taoists classics are handbooks to 
m anytoday, although they flour­
ished before Christ also.

G o l d e n  Lotus (about 1600) 
had to be accompanied in English 
translations b y Latin for the al­
legory-satire which was often re ­
garded as pornography to im pet­
uous readers o r  by high-author­
ities.

One can find Soviet Russia in 
China by Chiang Ka i - Shek  and 
White Lotus b y John H. in NNC 
library, the later is a companion 
of Golden lotus, satiring the fu­
ture Yellow Peril.

Mrs. Sutherland was a long- 
t i m e  missionary to China. She 
was on Lu-Ko Bridge in northern 
China a day Just before the sur­
prise a n d  famous Lu-Ko Bridge 
incident of Japan's s l a u g h t e r  
a b o u t  1930. God protected the 
m issionaries.______________

Rikbye speaks on peace

General Rikhye/ last week's 
guest speaker f o r  Asian Institute 
is a practical man. In d e a l i n g  
with the problems of peace in  the 
Middle East, he emphasized its 
political and m ilitary sides more 
i a n  its ideological ones.

His experiences have made 
him pro-British and pro-Westem 
but G e n e r a l  Rikhye evidently 
does not look on the wars and con­
flicts he h a s been in  as crusades 
for resolving m oral issues, but he 
likes to fight (of course for a ^ood „ 
cause), and he believes violence 
i s  necessary to coimteract any 
violence fiom agressors. Other­
wise, he reasons, there could be 
no Israel.

Dr. Chakravarty who visited

NNC Feb. 10 seemed to b e  a 
much different person. In talking 
about Bangladesh, which General 
Rikhye also did, he centered his • 
criticism  of West Pakistan on liie 
atrocities i t  com m itted. I n d i a  
had a d u t y  to intervene for hu- 
m anitv 's sake.

General Rikhye stated t h a t  
India was forced into war since i t  
could not care for t h e  9 milUon 
refugees tha t fled there from East 
Pakistan, without s e r i o u s  eco­

nomic consequences for itself.
B o t h  men, of course, are 

'  experienced a h  d sensitive, and 
t h e i r  views don 't easily fit into 
narrow compartments. However, 
t h e i r  different viewpoints and 
backgrounds did make for an in­
teresting conixastbetween the twQ
