that the printed page has figured more promi-
nently than any other single agency. This fact
has not sprung from the earthly wisdom of men
but from a conviction, divinely implanted and
divinely nurtured that “the written Word does
transform men, bringing them under the infiu-
ence of the Holy Spirit.” It is this cenviction
that has led God’s people in modern times to
pour millions of treasure and thousands of lives
into channels of gospel publication. It is this
conviction that has caused those who were in-
strumental in launching such work to push
through almost insuperable obstacles and press
forward with energy. Millions of Bibles, Tes-
taments, and portions of Scriptures have been
circulated, multiplied thousands of homes’
visited, and multitudes of souls led to Christ.

The Nazarene Tract Soclety was organized
May 1, 1918, as the Evangel Colportage and
Tract Society. Its one supreme object is em-
bodied in these words, “Circulate the gospel by
the printed pagz.” The General Assembly of
1919, believing that this work should supple-
ment all other lines of work, elected a general

structive program was formulated by which to

It is the design of the society to publish a
gospel paper containing salvation reading mat-
ter for house-to-house distribution. This wiil in
no wise compete with, nor supplant, our beloved
HEeraLp oF HorLiness, We ought to have five
hundred churches using from one hundred to
five thousand copies each per month. Every

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EDITORIAL

FRENZIED FINANCE

T HIS term was the invention made years
ago to express a condition of wild, hys-
terical haste to makc money rapidly,
with little or no regard to the cthical phases
of the money-getting. It was a period of
lurid mnney—gclﬁhg, railroad wrecking, and
the merciless, tragic tread of vaulting, vora-
cious greed. Such f{inance is not yet dead,
but lingers among us. It is caused by and
fosters and feeds a reckless spirit of getting
rich quick. This has been the bane of com-
merce znd sound business in our country for
many years, It is a curse and only a cutse
whenever and wherever it prevails.
Get-rich-quick schemes are fundamentally
wrong because they violate the primary and
essential laws of acquisitioq( Money-mak-
ing, when conducted by normal laws which
control such matters, is essentially slow,
methodical, and systematic. Undue celerity,
which  characterizes these get-rich-quick
schemes, argues an unhealthy state and seri-
ous dangers which sound and safe business
men fear and shun.
+ On their face, such schemes which promise
vast dividends over night, are bound te be un-
safe and dangerous. The spirit which takes
Ata7such schemes is very close kin to the spirit
of gambling. It partakes of the elements of
chance or hazard, which is at variance with
all laws of legitimate comuierce.

We are constrained 1o offer a word of warn-
ing just here to our preachers. e have a
profound sympathy for the clergy. Their
wretchedly low salaries and consequent ina-
bility to lay by much for a rainy day, render
them peculiarly liable to be swept off their
feet and hurled into this vortex of wild specu-
lation which is filled with the hapless wrecks
of this mania. The most recent and preva-
lent phase of this craze is in the line of oil and
mining stocks., The country seems running
wild with such schemes, /They promise a
fortune over night and procure the most
gifted salesmen to talk up their goods until
they can deceive the very elect if there is not
great poise and steadfastness maintained to
live clear of all such entanglements. Let our
preachers turn a deaf ear to all such lures.
Get your consent to live and die poor, satis-
fied with the riches which God gives to His
faithful, self-denying laborers in serenity of
spirit, placidity of conscience and triumph of
faith here below and the wealth of heaven in
the world to come. Think of Paul investing
in some wild get-rich-quick scheme, Imagine
him to have made such investments and
imagine the tragedy of his having won out in
the gamble; where would Europe have gotten
the gospe]? Where would we !:zve gotten our
New Testament? For him to have made such
an- investment and succeeded, would have
been a tragedy, colossal and monumental, ex-
ceeded only by the fall of man in Eden.

Dear, brethren, let us have faith in God as
our paymaster. In poverty, seli-denial and
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labors abundant, let us plod our way wearily
on, satisfied and happy in the faith which
laoks for the recompense of the reward to be
accorded us in the coming day for which we
are willing ta wait patiently the Lord"s good
time.

“They that will be rich fall into tempta-
tion and a snare, and into many foolish and
hurtful lusts, which drown men in destruc-
tion and perdition. For the love of money
is the root of alt evil; which while many
coveted after, they have erred from the faith,
and pierced themselves through with many
sorrows. But, thou, O man of God, flee these
things; and follow after righteousness, god-
liness, faith, love, patience, meekness, Fight
the good fight of faith, lay hold an eternal
life, whereunto thou art also called and hast
professed a good profession before many wit-
nesses” (1 Tim. 6:9-12).

URING the recent meeting of the
church boards in Kansas City, we had
the pleasure of being present much of
the time at the meeting of the Board of
Foreign Missions. We were present and
heard the reading of both the Treasurer’s and
the Secretary’s reports, which were read to
the board by their Sectétary-Treasurer, Rev.
E. G. Anderson, These reports, even from a
mechanical standpoint, were specimens of
perfect workmanship, As to composition, the
reports were simply excellent. Not a mistake
was to be found in them, the style was clear
and impressive, and the English of the high-
est order. As to subject matter, the reports,
were really startling. They showed the
amount raised the past year was over
$295,000, which was an average per member
of $6.66. We suppose this average exceeds
that of any of the older and larger denomina-
tions. It sounds like Moravian figures, We
haven't seen the Moravian per capita for sev-
eral years, but swe doubt if they exceed the
Nazarene average. In all respects the work
is progressing finely, and God is wonderfully
blessing on the foreign field as well as at home.

He has mar-
velous breadth of vision, fine grasp of the sit-
uation, indefatigable energy, and matchless
accuracy and painstaking care in method,
One secret of the matchless success of the
Secretary-Treasurer is, that he has this great
mission work on his heart, God seems to
have called him to this special work and emi-
nently fitted him for it, We congratulate
the board and the church on possessing a man
of such marked ability and consecration for
this position of such great importance. Ve
congratulate Brother Anderson on his won-
derful reports. There is not a dull line in
either of them. Under his magic touch, even
statistics become vitalized with fresh and pro-
found intercst. The meetings of the board
were times of spiritual refreshing. The
spirit of Pentecost pervaded the committee
and their sessions were seasons of religious
refreshment and power, One delighted to

the case of Jesus our Lord. You remember
it was Luke who said of Him in his Gospel
9128, 29, “Jesus went up into a mountain 10
pray and as he prayed the fashion of his
countenance was altered, and his raiment was
white and glistening.” Of this marvelous ¢f-
fect of devout prayer on the face and even
the raiment of Jesus as related by Luke, Dr.
Jowett says in the Christiar Herald:

Let us get the scene well fixed in our imaginations.

- The Master is away up in the mountain; the heavy

dews are lying upon the grass; the breeze is soltly

blowing, that breeze which seems to be always mov-

ing upon the lower slopes of Hermon, perhaps cooled

by the smows beyond. And there He kneels, the
Master, the Lord, and He prays]

1 want us 1o realize that 21l prayer is more than




speech with- God.  Prayer is infinilely more than
pleading. I somelimes wish —I say it with the ut-
most deliberateness — I scmetimes wish we could
drop the word “plead" quite out of our religious
vocabulary. We so frequenlly pray as though we
had fot an indifierent and unwilling Ged with whom
we have to plead. The cardinal necessity in prayer
is not pleading, but receiving, I do not believe—1I
sy it with & full sense of responsibility — I do not
believe we have any mare need to plead with God to
bless than to plead with the air outside to come into
a building, It is not so much pleading that is re-
quired as the making of an inlet. Geod is willing.
Prayer is simply communion; the opening up of
channels of companionship; the apening out of the
mind, the opening out of the will, in order that into
the open mind, and will, and conscience there may
flow the divine energy and the divine grace,

“Jesus prayed” means that He was absolutely open
to the Infinite. Surely that is the meaning of prayer.
When a man prays, if he prays aright, he is simply
opening himself out to the incoming of God. God
says, “Behold! I stand at the door and knock; I
¢nshrine and surround you like the atmosphere.”
Prayer is conscious receptiveness in the presence of
the divine. Jesus, upon the meuntain height, in the
¢vening time prayed, He opened Himself to God, the
Infinite, and the Infinite began to possess Him,

*And os hc prayed, he was transfigared.” I am
not surpriscd at that, Even among men we have
sten the ministry of transhguration, though in in-
finitely smaller degree. You remember that Moses
had been s¢ opened out to God, and so possssed by
the divine light, that when he came down from the;
mount his face shone with mystic radiance. We are
told concerning Stephen that he was so opencd out
to the Infinite that they saw his face as it had becn
the face of an angel. He was simply possessed and
pervaded by the divine power,

And surely one may say, as I can say, that in far
humbler life than that of Moses, in life in which
there has been little of svhat the world «2lls ““cultuce,”
lilttle of mental [urniture, little of dialectical power,
but in which there has been great spiritual receplive-
ness, in the lives of the illiterate there bas shone “a
light that never was on sez or land.”” Bat here with
the Master, whose life was absolutcly and uniater-
ruptedly opened ont to the glory of the Godhead,
the inflow of glory transfigured and transformed Him,
and in superfative and suprerse degree “his face did
shine as Lhe sun.” The very expression of His coun-
tenance was altered. And then the histordans go
even further, for we are told that the glory, the
energy, 1 scarcely know how to describe it—one
uses an almast violent phrase in secking to give ex-
pression to it —the divine effluence which flowed
into the Lord not only transfigured His flesh, but in
some mystic way transfigured even His outer vesture.
“His garments becume while as snow,”  All of which
just meams this: that this man of Nazreth became
so absolutely filled wilh Gaod that His very material
vesture was transfigured and transformed. “We were
cye-witnesses of it.”

LINCOLN'S GREATEST VICTORY

There is no end to the incidents and anec-
dotes concerning Abraham Lincoln. They
are all good, and invariably reflect great
credit upon this greatest of American citi-
zens. CortranD MyERs relates the following
in an exchange:

A telegram, which announced that Lee was about
to surrender, came to the White House in Washing-
ton during the stormy days of the Civil War, Abma-
ham Linceln left Washington immedizately to go to
the front, and when news finalty had reached him
that Lee had surrendered and the officials began to
make preparation for the entry into Richmond, just
as immediately Lincoln put his foot down and said,
“There shall be no triumphal entry into Richmond.
There shall be no demonstration just now.” He
made his way te Richmond =::d walked through the
city alone. There never was such a tricmpbal entry
as that in all the annals of history, He watked with
his bead down, wilh heavy step and sad heart, and
when be reached the southern capital and. went to
Jefferson Davis’ room, he bade his two officials
step aside and lcave him alone. After a few minutes
had passed by, one of them, out of curiosily, looked
to sce what had taken place, and there sat Lincoln,
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with his head bowed on Jefferson Davis’' desk, his
face in his hands and his tears falling, And I say
that the angels of God ncver Jooked down from the
batilements of heaven on a holier scene than that.
His great sympathetic heart saved the Republic.
That was the grealest victory in the Civil War, that
settied the struggle, that bound the North agd South
together, and Abrabham Lincoln, like his great Mas-
ter, dicd of a broken heart. It burst wilth sympathy.
The greatest victory in those days of struggle was
that Christlike sympathy. The greatest victory that
is ever won on any battiefficld of buman life, in the
haur whea the struggle goes on, is won through the
wenderful element that comes down from the heart
of Jesus Christ—his own divine sympathy for strug-
gling humanity.

A GREAT THOUGHT BY A GREAT MIND

That prince of American preachers, HENry
Warp BeecHrR, is credited with the fol-
lowing:

In a sad hour T have seen,, through the windaw,
mounted on a rail back of my house, one of these
curious-eyed little sparrows. And he was a better
preacher to me than I am 1o you. It was winter,
and there was not guarantecd to it one day's food,
nor any proteclion, from any source in this world.
It was whally dependent upon its God. And yct
it sang—sang for its own hearing, and sang for my
rebuke, saving to me, “Are ve not much more (kan
I? And God thinks of me, and takes carc of me”
How much there is in the voice of nature if we only
knew how to interpret it!

‘The professed Christian is the only Bible the aver-
age Amcrican sinner will read, and the question is,
What sort of doctrine or precept is he learning from
your life? That unconverled neighbor of yours is

35 3 man thinketb, so is he”; what is your ncigh-
ber’s conclusion as 1o your thoughts, by what he see;
of you practically?

That person under your own roof, whether close
relative or friendly visitor, is judging your life-
scripture by the spirit you shew and the words you
speak. What is his verdict likely to be of yoursell,
as a walking Bible?

There is a wonderful power-in & wilnessing Life.
A zcalous, il net over-tactful, strect micsionary once
asked a <ily amb, “Do you know Jesus?" “No, I
don't know Jesus,"” was the reply, “but I know a
fricnd of His, and I like her,” Some good woman had
done more than che kncw for that boy, by a wit-
nessing dife,

There is cven such a thing as a witnessing face,
From his own cxperience Dr, G, Campbell Morgan
told of a Yorkshire factory girl who had given her-
self to Christ, "As she was walking up and dawn
the platform of 2 milway station, waiting for a train,
her face became transfigured with the new joy, In
a first-class cardage sat a Jady of title, wealth and
cullure. Shbe saw the girl pass several times in front
of the train, czlled to her and asked, ‘What makes
vou look so happy?” The girl told her simple story,
and the result of the brief conversation was that
this lady was led to the same Cbrist. I knew both
women, and can testify to the trulh of the incident.”

And there is also such a thing as & witnessing pres-
ence, a witnessing appearance, It is close akin to
the witnessing face, General William Booth, in the
eatly days of Lhe Salvation Army, wrote: *“About
2 month ago, one of our people, who bad herself been
a drunkard, was standing at one of the open-air
services on the waste, when she observed a woman
who had formerly been one of ber bad companions,
suddenly Ieave the crowd and walk quickly away.
Iurrying after her, she found this poor drunkard in
great distress about her soul, ‘Oh1’ she said, ‘T lis-
tened to the speakers, bul when I saw you standing
there so wonderlully changed from what you used
to be, I could stand it no longer! She was induced,
however, to retum to the meeting, and then to at-
tend the service in the ball, where she found salva-
tion. She is now another living wilness of the power
of Christ to save the drunkard. May God preserve
her faithful unlo"death )’

The psalmist made a quite wonderful statement
once: “They that fear thee will be glad when they
see me; because I bave hoped in thy Word.”

A brick manufacturer, who is a very substantial
man, advertised for 2 boy. A boy appeared, and
he was running over with questions. “How much
wages do you pay?” was the first question, “Five
dollars 3 week and board,” was the reply. “What
kind of board?” said the sharp applicant for the po-
sition, “Well,” said the corpulent and good-natured
manufacturer, “I mt it,” “Give mec the job,” said
the boy, with & smiling glance at his prospective em-
ployer.

English be tbanked the editor, saying, “I tink, Mr.
Bennett, it is best ley trites against me, and I play
against tem.”

True Christian living is the best defense against
crilics of Christianity. But it is motc than defense.

HE writer has pracliced the habit of distribut-
Tin;: tracts for the past twenty-five years, I

always keep a supply of well selected tracts on
hand, and take the (ime to put one or two in ncarly
every letter I wrile, In not a few cases the tracts
that I have sent have been used of the Lord to help
some one. Afler years of experience, I find that
tract distribulion pays (rom every angle.

Not many of us can do great things in the intrrest
of the kingdom of heaven; but cach of us can, il
we will, do 3 number of litUe things., In the agsre-
gate these little acts in honor of our King will tell for
big dividends when the books are opened.

To be a successful tract distributer requires (1)
Attention. Make up your mind to send out, or hand
eut tracts, and thea do it, A mere resolution will
not do; go farther and begin the task., Then stick
to it over months and years, and the Lord will add
His blessing. (2) Select sour trocts. Those pub-
lished by our Publishing House arc sane and safe.
Not all the tracts that are published are worthy of
distribution. Do not send oul any “old thing.” Buy
the very best written by spiritual men and women.
Have-a selection for the unsaved and also for the
wnsanctified, and for the help of believers, to build
them up in thc most holy faith. (3) Hove a tract
case, if possible. Haye your tracts in systematic
order. Then have this case near you where you can
get at your tracts casily. Then make a practice of
sending a tract or so in each letter you wrile; take
same with you when you travel, and hand them out
as opporlunity may come to you. (4) Canution.
We knew ol an overzealous tract dislributer to
board a strest car and immediately begin the hand-
ing out of his tracts. This was in violation of the
rules of the street car company, and of course the
cunduclor/xald him so. He immediately hcg:m\a
wordy cénversation and was on the verge of a Jist
fight./His bad spirit spoiled all his ardent z.eal and
good’ intentions.  Never make yourself obnoxxo};s; as
a Lract distributer you are also a representative of
Jesus, Show His spirit by courtesy and Kindness.
{S) Prayer. Pray carneslly that the tracts vou hand
out may be used of the Holy Spirit to bring convic-
tion to the hearts of those who read them. Your
alm is lo glorify God and lead souls 1o Christ. A
single tract has bren used of the Lord Lo save many
2 soul, (6) Carry tracts with you.- Re ready. You
can ofitimes give a Lract and save an srgument. It
is seldom wise to argue about refigion. It is much
betler 1o hand your friend a tract. He can not swell
talk back to a tract.

Oh, the power of one tract! How it has set o
work influences that have never died out and ncver
will. “A woman dropptd a tract in the way of
Richard Baxter, which led to his conversion, Rich-
ard Baxter wrote 'The Call to the Unconverted,
which was ihe means of bringing a multitude 1o
God, among others Philip Doddridge. Philip Dodd-
ridge wrate ‘The Rise and Progress of Religion in
the Soul,! which brought thousands inta the king-
dom, and among others the.great Wilberforce. Wil-
berforce wrote ‘A Practical View of Christianily,”
which was the means of bringing many to Christ,
among others Leigh Richmond, Leigh Richmond
wrotc ‘The Dairyman’s Daughter,” which has been
the means of the conversion of many. God com-
pounds ¢compound interest beyond our computation,”
Thus we sce the influence of onc tract.

Dr, Chickering put out a little tract calied “\What
Is It to Believe on Christ?" The author, belore he
died, had the names of over scventeen hundred
people who had cither written or told him that they
owed their conversion to this tract.

One of the best ways to use lracts is to have a
variety on hand, handy to reach, and put one in
every letler sent out. Use discrimination and send
one applicable to the party to whom you write,
There are many tracts on the decper truths af the
Rible, and helpful to sanctificd souls, Others are
especially adapted to the justificd believer in awak-
ening a hunger for holiness. The backslider shoutd
have something to stir him up to get back ta God.
Many are caleulaled 10 arouse the impenitent. Adopt
this plan and sec if God docs not smile upon it, I
have a small tract befare me received about a2 week .
ago from Brother W. G. Prescott, Lincoln, Neb,
From it I copy the fellowing: “Give tracls out on
the strects (if there is no law against it, or you can
get permission from the city autharities); put them
in automobiles (parked along city sirects every day;
on Salurdays in towns); give them oul at depols
to waiting Lravelers and Lo passengers on trains
(travelers are nlways glad to get something pood to
rnaC_l); pive them out on streel cars; give them to
persons waiting in downtown offices, as doctors,
denlists, ¢tc.; place one or more in each mait box in
iarge; apartment houses and flatst. put a suitable
tract in cvery Ietter you mail, and pray as you give
them out that God will bless them to His glory,
Gather up the back numbers of your full salvation
papers and distribute them to your neighbors. Don’t
it Lhese helpful, soul-stirring messages go 1o waste.”

Colportage work is onp of the great avenucs of
soul-saving. It opens the way directly to the hearls
of individuals., When this writer was dying out and
eiving up all to God in order that he might receive
the cxperience of haoliness, amang the hard things
shown him by the Spirit, was te go [rom house ta
house in a place wherein he was a total stranger,
and distribute tracts, talk salvation ta the people.
and pray in their homes. Just out of his teens, this
was indeed a hard propesition for one o extremely
bashful and timid along such lincs. But there was
no way out of it except to back right out and give
up, clse go shead and perform the task. This latter
he promised and the blessing of the Lord feli upon
him in lult salvation, and the following day he ful.
filled his promise. The direct power of God accom-
panied the work, and great-was his satisfaction in
sceing the manifestation of God upon their hearts

The greatest compliment Jesus ever paid to any-
body was i{o onc about whom He said, “She hath
done what she could.” If all of us would right now
start in and do what we could in this one line of
work, what streams of blessing would immediately
begin to flow everywhere!

The past year we rcad of a remarkable work ac-
complished through a colporteur. He had been to
a place to sell Bibles and succeeded in selling one,
when perseculion arose and he had to leave. A
priest found the party with the Bible, took it from
him and threw it away. Somc lime afterward the
same colporteur was making.a trip ta a certain place

place from which he had been driven out. At first
he had a feac to do so, as the persecution was so
rife before; but he finally concluded to run the risk,
hoping that no one would recognize him. As he
enlered the town he was soon asked if he was the
man whe sold the Bible. Expecting more persecu-
lion, but not willing ta deccive, he admitted that it
was he, He was then informed that the people all
around wanied 2 Bible, It came about in this way:
After the priest had cast away the Bible, a grocer
found it and thinking it woutld serve his purpase as
wrapping paper, he made use of it in that way, The
leaves of the Book found their way into the homes,
and God, true to His promise, did not let His Word
relurmn void. The trulh got hold of their hearts and
conviction and bunger scttled down upon the pop-
ulace, so that when the colporieur rcturned, they
were ready to fall into line with the Word of God
and get salvation.

Yes, it cerlainly pays lo send [orth the truth of
God in cvery direction.

Make it a5 conven-
icnt for the man who waits in‘a depot or hotel to pick
up a religious book, tract, or paper as it is for him
ta pick up an article distributed by some cult, We
have the greatest thing on the earth, The world is
hungry for the living bread, God is an our side, that
He blesses this kind of work has been demonstrated
thousands of Limes, that the printed preacher is an
effective worker hundreds of converts will testify.
Is there not some way —we believe there is — thal
baxes for free literature be placed in public buildings
and meeting places and some one be responsible jor
keeping these boxes supplicd with religious papers
and tracts, that colporteurs be secured in each Die-
trict and city who will go inte the homes and busi-
ness houses and spread the gospe! on the printed
page. Elemity alone can reveal the good that can be
accomplished in this way, ?

It is the prayer of our heart that this saciety will
make such headway in spreading gospel literature,
until her colporteurs wilt be numbered by the hun-
dreds, her periodicals by the thousands, these benefited
by the millions, and her name so well known that
when ane picks up a tract, though they may not
know the author, the fact that it is printed by the
Nazarene Tract Society will be an assurance that it
is straight and worth reading.

All the modern cults of our day scatter
tracis, and advertise Jargely. . You can scarcely find
a railway station that does not contain a tract box
hanging on its wall well filled wilh the freshest no-
hell literature, They tell the pcople frecly that
“there i5 na collections at our meetings,” but some
one pays the bills, and some one sees Lo it (hal the
tract boxcs are always full and they are read by the
hungry-hearted travelers as they wait for the trains.

In my home mission ¢campaigns I have a big tract
box hanging on the center pole of my gospet tent and
keep i¢ filled with matter on the line of holiness, and
what the Church of the Nazarenc is. I bave in big
tetters on the box “FREE.” They 1ake it out'and
read and ask for more. I call attention to the box
occasionally in the meetings. We need a fund suffi-
cient to publish tracts by the thousands and furnish
all of our evangelists with them as well as pastors.
I Christian Science, theosophy, Russellism, and Ad-
ventism with their pernicious literature which is read
by the millions and leaves its impress, scatter tracts
with a free hand why not keep the public well sup-
ptied with holiness and other literature telling them
what the Church of the Nazarene is and what we
stand jor, Many good honest people do not attend
our meetings because they helieve that we are Holy
Rollers and Tongues people. A simple plain tract
Jdike the one just off the press by our Publishing
House will do much to eslablish your church in your
lown or couniry, I know a [armer whe does nat
speak well in public, but he carries his pockeis fuil
of tracts, and gives them te people, and oiten slips
one inlo the pecket of his neighbor when opportunity
aliords, and he bas scen many people converied as a
result,

of getting it to them, Let's tract them with tracts
that attract. Get them 1o reading about what God
can do and it will create a desire that will never be
ratisfied until ihey get the blessing,

Only a Tract

HERE are¢ two grand methods for the propa-

gation of Bible truths. The human voice and

the printer’s ink. These two have always been
used for this purpose. In fact they are the chosen
mediums of propagating doctrines and teachings of
every sort, Of the two perhaps the printed page
has never had as wide a use as now, Nevertheless
when it comes to the glorious gospel ol salvation it
has not y#l come to the full orb of uscfulness to
which it may come,

Amang the many kinds of printed matter promot-
ing the gospe! we have the tract, A tract is a small
size page containing a short pointed message empha-
sizing some gospel truth,

There are various ways and methods for the dis-
tribution of tracts to those needing the message it
contains. The distribution of tracts is one of the
most vital parts of all tract work and we fear it is
the weakest part of all the work. Therc are plenty
of able writers to whom the writing of & good tract
is an easy matter. Various publishing houses have
ample facilities for printing thera in the most at-
tractive forms, But who wili distribute them as
they ought to be distributed? This brings us to the
subject of this little message. Toc many people think
of a tract as ONLY A TRACT. Xs importance is
not recognized. It is thought of only as z scrap of
paper. The patency of its message of divine truth
is not considered., It is chielly in the distribution of
tracts that this lack exists. Tracts are written after
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much prayer and careful thought bas been given io
condense and say clearly the most in as few words
as possible; printers have painstakingly set up the
type and printed it in the most attractlive form; and
then sent out for distribution to churches, Sunday
schools, tract sacicties, and various individugls; and
when it reaches this peint it is too often put in
hands that are careless, thoughtless, prayerldss, and
indiscriminate te be handed out in the crowd, or
put in tracl boxes put up in public places. People
who think of tracts as ONLY A TRACT are not fit
to distribute them,

We belicve one reason the imporlance of tracts
is not recognized i5 because that tract distribution
is a work in which the results arc not often seen. A
second reason is because the subject has mot been
sludied thoroughly,

To be successiul in tract dislribution one should
consider (he work as the faithiul preacher considers
his message, 7. ¢, of the very greatest imporlance:
First, because it is the message of God; second, be-
cause it may be the means of saving a souw) from
cternal hell; third, because of the reward promised.
As the message of God it should not be handled

Regarding another side of the question, thought
and care should be uscd to preserve the neat and at-
tractive form in which they are printed. A wrinkled,
soiled, or unevenly folded tract is not as likely to be
read as onc properly handled. A person who takes
the work of Lract dislribution on his heart will
find that a specially prepared case or pockel in which,
they can be kept elean and without folding will be
of great assistance.

The religious market is flooded with trash, so let
us do all wc can to supply and distribule the genuine
articie knowing that all our labor is not in vain in
the Lord.

“He did,” said Mr. Randall, “but you must give
full weight to his words in the fifteenth chapter
of Acts, when he tells us what really kappened,
the work that was done on that day. Peter was
giving an account to the brethren in Jerusalem,
of alt that had accurred at Comelius' house when
the Spirit was pourcd out on the Gentiles, Here
is what he says in the eighth and ninth verses,”
said Mr. Randall, opcning his Bible.

“and God, which knowelh the hearts, bare
them witness, giving them the Haly Ghost, even
as he did unto us; and put ne difference between
us and them, purifying their hearts by faith.”

“Peter's words are perfectly clear, and easy to
be understood,” said Mr. Randall. “He declares
that God did for the Genliles gathered in Cor-
nelius's home, exactly what He did for the Jews
who tarricd in the upper chamber in Jerusalem.
‘He put no difference between us and them,’ says
the apostle.

And then he tells us just as clearly what it was
that God did. He gove them the Holy Ghost,
and purified their kearts by faith.”

“I see that, Mr, Randall, and believe with all

cleansing? Were they not rather piaying and
larrying before God for the promised coming of
the Spirit? And if they were crying out for the
baptism Christ had promised, which came on

ought we not to urge people now to seck this bap-
tism, knowing that the Spirit will see to the wark
of cleansing, when He comes, as He did in the
case of His disciples?”

“That is a thoughtful question, Wallace. There
are soveral things I can say in answer to it; One
is that the man who preaches the baptism of the
Holy Ghost for power will always have an altar
full of scekers. But if he should then begin Lo in-
struct these seekers that the baplism must be for
purity as well as power — that if they are in eac-
nest in wanting to be filled with the Spirit, they
must be willing te let Him cleanse their hearts,
sanctify them through the blood of Jesus, so that
He can take up His dwelling in their hearts —
many — perhaps most of them, would draw back.
People want power. But few of them are willing
to be sanctified in order to have it.

“And I am by no means certain that the dis-
ciples did not comscionsly seek cleansing during
those days of tarrying, Wallace. When God can
get men on their knees, and keep 1hem there long
enough, there comes a moment when He is able
to flash great Lruths into their hearts which they
have never scen before. And as these men and
women prayed, and waited before God, I believe
that the Lord turned the light in on their hearts,
and they saw Lheir need, not only of the Spirit,
but of the fire which was (¢ burn out carnality,
and love of the world, and fear of men.”

“Do you get this out of the Bible, Mr. Ran-
dall?” asked Whallace.

“Yes — Lhe passage we read says their hearts
were purified by faith. You can’t have Jaith for
a thing which comes to you without your having
known therc was such a thing. Faith is active.
Let me tell you, Wallace, how a Japancse heliness
preacher helped me at this point, early in my
sanctified life.

THE STORY OF MATSUMURA

“This man's mother was the first Japanese
woman converted to Christianily under the first
missionary sent aut by the M. E, Church, South,
And this nalive Christian woman had married one
of her countrymen who had alse been converted.

"“Matsumura, therefore, had been bomn inte a
Christian home. His molher was a devout woman,
who prayed, and studied the Word of God, teach-
ing it to her little son.  He did not belicve in {dol
worship, nor in Buddhism. He knew better, for
his parents had shown him the foolishness and
weakness of these beliefs. So that certainly he
was not a heathen, And he did believe in God,
and in Jesus Christ, His Son, which at first
thought would scem to mean that he was a Chris-
tian. He himself supposed that he was, and that
is what the other natives called him. But was he?
No—for he believed in Christ merely with his
mind. It was Lhe same sort of intclectual belief
that you have in George Washinglon, or Julius
Cmsar. But his mother kept praying for him,
and when he was nearly grown, the young Jap-
angse gat under conviction —— was genuinely saved,
and called to preach.

“He entered a missionary training schoal, where
he studied for several years, preparing himself for
his work. The Lord blessed him greatly, and he
grew steadily in grace, and the knowledge of God.
“The one thing which troubled me most,’ he said,
‘was my quick temper. I fought bard against it,
for I hated the ugly thing, and sometimes man-
aged to held it under for wecks, or even months,
at a time, And then, lo, without warning it had
burst the bands of restraint and gone off like a

flash of gunpowder! I would be so sorry and
asbamed the next instant, humbly acknowledging
my fault, and asking pardon of those about me.
They forgave me, secing that I was truly peni-
fent, yet I knew that such a course was not glorni-

"iying God. But what was I to do? No one told

me there was deliverance; none of our people
knew anything about it.?

- “About this time a kittle tract on “The Baptism
of the Holy Spirit, or The Enduemcent With
Power, {cll inte Matsumura's hands. His heart
was fired with zeal, for did he not long for power,
power from on high, which would ¢nable him to
bring men to God?  The tract mentioned a certain
Bible institute in the United States, where stu-
dents were led into this blessed and wonderfut
experience. The young Japancse decided that he
would go to that scheol. He had no money,
but no maltter, he would work his way. He musi
have the power of the Holy Spirit coming upon
him. So he found a place on board a cattle
ship, where he worked for his passage by helping
care for Lhe cattic. And somchow he made his
way from San Francisco, across the states, to the
inslitute, where he told those in charge that he
had come from Japan to seck the baptism of the
Holy Ghost. They were interesied in him, and
mstructed, and prayed wilh him. He was ter-
rbly in carnest, and spent hours in prayer and
secking.

One night, alene in his room, it scemed thal his
heart would break with longing, and lifting his
face and hands toward hcaven, he called again
and again upon God Lo give him the Spirit, and
the enduement of power.

General Board of Church Extension
ANNUAL MEETING

HE rreatest and most profitable annual meeting

of the Board of Church Extension convened

the 16th of February, All the members of the
board were presenl except one, Rev. A. M. Bowes,
of Portland, Ore.

The plans were thoraughly pane over and such
changes and adjustments made as were deemed wise.
But they had been so carefully thought out and
arranged at previous meetings Lhat no radical change
was found necessary. Every phase of the work had
been submitted to the General and District Superin-
tendents and the pastors and their consensus of
opinion secured. The matter of the rate of interest
was found 1o be the only point upon which there
was any pacticslar question. This was reduced to §
per cent to come as nearly =5 possible to satislying
all, The loan plan and th: tezms and time of re-
paymenl lhaving met with almost universal ap-
proval throughout the church, no change was made.

A new and fuller questionnaire for applicants for
loans was prepared and will be published soon. Also
a manual of instructions for borrowers was ordered
prinied and will seon be ready for distribution.

The amount per capita, 7§ cents, could not be
Towered and the board be able to function; angd the
method of ils collection tbrough the budget was

considecred as the best plan, The amount can be
easily met by 2ll the churches without any undue
burden, and (he method the wisest and simplest that
could be devised.

Some most gracious scasons of blessing and re-
joicing was had in the mcetings of the board. A
sweet sense of the presence and the approval of the
Lord was felt ihroughout the entirc sessions, and
ithe board was made to realize the greatness of their
task and the importance of thelr particular phase of
our church work as never before.

The reports of the Acting Treasurer and Lhe Gen-
eral Secrclary were very encouraging. Good work
bad been accompliched during the past year, and the
outlook for the future inspiring indeed.

A report of the loans made, where and to whom
bas already been published and mpiled (o the pas-

tors and Superintendents. A full report of receipts
by Districts and the amounts per capita will fellow
later.

The Correlated Boards voted unanimously to place
the raising of the money for a ¢hurch in the national
capitat in the bands of the Board of Church Exten.
sion, and pledged their support to the undertaking.
After a conference with the pastor of the Washing-
ton, D. C., church and the District Superintendent,
full plans of procedure Will be published.

Home Campmeeting, Long Beach

QOur last convention was in Long Beach, Calif,, in
the Church of the Nazarene, of which our beloved
Brother J. I. Hill is their splendid pastor. - This
convention was a little different from the ordinary
conventions we have been halding, so many of which
have been arranged and presided over hy our Dis.
trict Superintendents in the farm of a hame camp-
meeting.

One way to
account for that is that our beloved Brother Wilde
and his faithful band with our Evangclist Beebe had
just gone Lhrough a five Sundays’ campaign in which
some two hundred and thirty-five or forly were at
the altar and thcy had the whole well fished out, and
we came on with a week'’s conyention and gathered
up between thirty and forty seekers.

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The Minister’s Relation to Home and Foreign Missions

seems to me that this is & question that
Eughl to be so well understood that all I
could say would be a repetition of platitudes
familiar o all, but inasmuch as the subject ia not
the relation of the pastor, but is the relation of
the minister to home and foreign missions, the
scope of treatment is rather wide. I have an op-
portunity to line up all the licensed mindslers,
the evangelists, the pastors, as well as the District
and General Superintendents—ior all come under
the title of “minister,”

Unity of ALl God's Work

In spirit, the home and foreign works can not
be scparated {rom cach other. We insist that
the spirit that actuated Jesus Christ must be (he
spirit that actuates the pastor, the cvangelist,
the home missionary, and the forcign missionary.
The spirit that causes the pastor to put his best
into the preparation and delivery of his sermons
with the object of the salvation of the people,
that occasionally takes him dawn the 2isle of the
church to speak to the stricken, that calls him out
on his rounds of visilalion must be the same
spirit that impels the cvangelist, This spirit
that impels the cvangelist in his isolation from
home is the same spirit that actuates the home
missionary in his trying pioncer work, and the
spirit that actuates the home missionary as he
plods on through heat and cold through wel and
dry can not be diffcreatiated from the spirit that
1akes,lhe foreign wissionary across the scas,

We can not get around jt, hrethren, this is al?
produced by the consuming love for the lost that
the Lotd Jesus Christ possessed. If we have that
love we will be pasters, evangelists, home mis-
siondries, and foreign missionaties according as
the Lord, the great head of the chucch, may
thoose and the brethren may approve. In fact,
while we are pastors we will be evangelists and
home missionaries and forcign missionaries at
heart.  As evangelists we will be pastors and
ioreign missionaries and home missionaries in our
sympathics, If we are home missionaries, we
will at the same time be pastors and evangelists
and foreign missionaries in our love for a lost
world, and as foreign missionaries we will be
no less pastors or evangcelists or home mission-
arigs ih aur desires than though we were at home
engaged in the work of the homeland. We can
nol separate the interest of one from the interest
of the other. Te do so would be to dividc}bc
living child. I wish to slrongly emphasize “the
unity of all these branches of the ministry because
there is far too much of a spirit of separation
and competition in this holy work.

Difference in Ca:xdgiam Demands Special
all

While there is no diffcrence between the spirit
of the work of the pastor, the evangelist, the
home, or forcign missionary there is a wide dif-
ference between the conditions of the fields in
which they labor. I make bold to state wilhout
fear of successful contradiction that the foreign
missionary has a bigger and more difficult task
than cither-th= home missionary or the evangelist
or the pastor. This is why I fccl that a spedal
call should precede the going forth of the foreign
missionary. The clearness of the call is usually
in proportion to the trials of the work to which
the call is given. Though all is a part of the
Lord’s work and the spirit and interest of all is
the same, yet 1 am confident that a special cail
1o that hardest of all parls of the work will be a
real stabilizer when the hard things come. There
are times in the life of the pioncer fortign mis-
sionary when it scems that everything i. gone but
his ¢all. Were there no cail to hold one in place
the missionary would soon be gone along with
the other departed things, and so great victory
would be lost; but with a definite call, the dis-
tressed one can look up and say: “Lord, thou
hast called me to this particular work. Thon
knewest the bard things when this call was

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given. There was 2 purpose in calling me here.
I will stay and see the purpose accomplished and
I trust Thee to stay with me until it is accom-
plished.” And so the call is often the peg that
keeps the forcign missionary from running away,

Emphasis on Missions Produces Christian
Workers

This is not an improper pact of the refation of
the minister to home and forcign mission work,
because we feel clearly that our ministers ought
to preach more of the rugged side than of the
emotional side of this work., Rugged preaching
on foreign missions will put a spirit of heroism
and consecralion into our young people that wiil
result in palls that will stand by them when the
battle gets hot.

This brings to our attcntion a weakness in one
phase of Lhis great work that the ministry can
correct, It is: the need of a God-called ministry.
The Chutch of the Nazarene must have God-
called men for the pastorate, the evangelistic, the
home and [oreign mission ficlds—men definitely
called of heaven. Many af our best pastors and
misstonaries have in the past comc from other
denominations. This was incvitable in a church
with a begicning like ours, but it is probable
that we now have about all of that class wc will
get. It is now “up te us” as a denomination to
produce our own ministry. How will we get the
calt upon them? One way to do it is for the
pastor and the evangelist to constantly keep he-
fore their young prople the dignity, importance,
blessing, and abligation of the work of the Lord.
This will arguse them somewhat, but there must
be a heroi¢ basis of appeal, an ideal of sacrifice
in service, that appeals to the idealism and the
ruggedness of the young. The bust way 2o get
them called to all branches of “the work is to
precach missions often, ruggedly ,'izmd intensely.
This will stir up the sacrificing, heroi¢ spirit in
them that will result in calls as pastors; evangel-
ists, and home and forcign missionaries. It will
alse produce inspiration in the whole church both
in the young people themselves and in the great
interests to which they have bren called.

Just as the constant and clear and insistent
preaching of cntirc sanclification as a second
work of grace will prosper all the work of God
and lead people into the cxpericnce of justifica-
tion, so the constant, rugged emphasis on missions
wilt crcate an atmosphere of berolsm and com-
secralion that will produce preachers, evangelists,
deaconcsses, and home and forelgn missionaries
from amang the ranks ol our young people,

We do not mean that the work of foreign mis-
sions should come first, last, and all the way be-
tween. There are many other proper phases of
Christian  aclivity; but we do insist that the
spirit of missions is the best representation of
the spirit of Jesus Christ and furnishes the
motive power for all the other activities of the
chureh.

Why the Different Boards of the Church?

But some one will say, “If the spirit of all the
branches of the church is one and the same, why
all these different boards in the church, and
what is the meaning of all these conflicting in-
terests? Why not have one great board to at-
tend to all these things? Possibly this is a very

firtle ideal, but it is not practical. Though the
spirit and the interest is the same, the demand
for administrative cfficioncy, the necessity for
decentralization of power, the widely diffevent
conditions that obtain in the various fields in
which these interests are working, and the multi-
tude of desires on the part of the contributors
make the separale organization of the gencral
boards of the church 2 positive necessily.

No Conflict Between the Interests of the
Church

I have tried to point out the unity of all the
inlerests, and yet the distinction between the op-
erations of these interests, I have tried to show
that though we must have diffcrent offices, such
as pastors, home missionarics, evangelists, foreign
missionaries; and though we must have scveral
general boards for the administration of the
work of the chtirch, there really is not, and there
must not scem 1o be a conilict between the oper--
align of these various badies. It has been my
purpose to show that Lhough the foreign and
home missionary inleresls may form a basis of
appeal, may lead in creating conditions conducive
to the production of God-called men and women,
may lead in the general work of the church,
there is not a conflict of purpose and should not
be any conflict of opcration between them and
any of the other interests or boards of the ¢hurch,
Perhaps this can be further enforced by an ap-
plication of part ef the twelith chapter of 1
Corinthians with some words adjusted ta suit the
subject under discussion.

For as the body is one and hath many mem-
bers and all the members of that onc body bring
many are ong body, so also is Christ. For by
one Spirit we are all baptized into onc body,
whether we be Jew or Gentile, whether we be
bond or free, and have been all made to drink into
one spirit.

Far the ¢hurch s not one board but many. If
the Orphanage Board shall say, because T am net
the Board of Ministerial Relief, I am not of the
church, is it therefore not of the church? And
if the Board of Publication shall say, because 1
am not the Board of Foreign Missions, I am not
of the church, is it therefore not of the church?
Ii the whole church were the Board of Foreign
Missions, where were the Colportage Board? If
the whole were the Board of Education where
were the Board of Social Welfare?

But now hath God sct the boards cvery one
of them in the church as it hath pleased him.
Ang if they were all one board, where were the
c¢hurch? But now are they many boards but
yet one church.

And the Board of Forcign Missions can not say
unto the Board of Home Missions and Evangel-
ism, I have no nced of thee: nor apgain the
Church Extension Board to the Board of Mutual
Benefit 1 have no need of you. Ny, much mere
those boards of the church which secm to be mare
fecble, are necessary: and those boards of the
church which we think to be less honorahle, upen
these we bestow more abundant henor; and our
uncomely parls have more abundant comeliness,
For our comely parls have no need: but God
hath tempered the church together, having given
mare abundant honor to that part which lacked.
That there should be no schism in the church
but that the boards should bave the same care
one for another. And whether onc board sufier,
all the boards suffer with it; or one board he
honored, ail the boards rejeice with it,

Now ye are the c¢hurch of Christ and boards
in particular. And God hath set some in the
church, first apostles, secondly pastors, thirdly
teachers, after that cvangelists, then deaconcsses,
home missionaries, General Superintendents, and
forcign missionaries, Arc all apostles? are all
pastors? are all General Superintendents? are all
pvangelists? have all the gifts of the deaconess?
do all engage in foreign missionary work? do zll
work in the Publishing House?

But covet carmestly the best gifts: and yet
show I unto you a2 more exccllent way. Though
I speaks with the tongues of men and angels and
bave not love [love for God and the church and
for all the boards.and the interests of His king-
dom] I am become a sounding brass or a tinkling
cymbal.
