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ENLARGE THE PLACE OF THY TENT

SATAH'’S call is to enlargement. With rapid strokes of his skilful pen, he pic-

tures a desert family tearing down the old tent, piecing out the skins which

formed the covering, lengthening the cords and strengthening the stakes. The
home must be enlarged to receive the beautiful young woman whom the eldest
son is bringing home with him as his bride. Simple as this may appear, it involves
faith at every stage.

First, there is the preparation of fasth. The tearing down of the old tent may
have been more difficult than it appears. Hallowed associations clustered around
it, tender memories were connected with it. But adjustments must be made, the
cords must be lengthened, the range of our affections must be enlarged. With the
lengthening of the cords must come also the strengthening of the stakes. Enlarged
affections without stronger purposes can but prove disastrous. This then, is the
preparation of faith—the enlargement of our affections and the strengthening of
our purposes, to receive those whom God would send to us.

Second, there is the vision of faith. To those who by faith are prepared to re-
ceive the increase, God says, “Thou shalt break forth on the right hand and on the
left; and thy seed shall inherit the Gentiles, and make the desolate cities to be in-
habited.” Faith will widen our horizons.

Third, there is the venture of faith. With keen spiritual insight, the prophet
sets forth in striking words the hindrances which the venture of faith must over-
come. (1) There is the fear which arises from the apprehension of future ill. New
and untried ways are always forbidding. But the assurance is given, “Fear not,
for thou shalt not be confounded.” (2) There is the fear which arises from in-
experience—‘‘Thou shalt forget the shame of thy youth.” (3) There is the fear,
which weakens us most of all—the memory of past failures.

Fourth, there is the security of faith. The prophet draws aside the veil and
discovers to us, Him who is the ground of our assurance—“‘Thy Maker is thine
husband.” As our eyes become more accustomed to the glorious light of His pres-
ence, we see with widening vision and increasing confidence that our Maker is
“the Lord of hosts,” “thy Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The God of the whole
earth shall he be called " (Isaiah 54:2- S)
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THYSELF AND THE DOCTRINE
“Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; .

for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them

that hear thee.” Attention to personal experience may
result in the salvation of the individual soul; but at-
tention to the doctrine is God's appointed means for
the salvation of others. It is to be regretted that more
of our young men and women do not avail themselves
of the opportunities for study aflorded by our holi-
ness colleges. We are not referring to those especially
called to the ministry, but those who expect to work
in the church as laymen. Those who succeed in busi-
ness or the professions do so because their work be-
comes with them a ruling passion. They utilize every
available means for increasing their range of informa-
tion and for familiarizing themselves with their field.

What is true of worldly pursuits, should be even
more true of the business of the church, which deals
with things etermal. Attention given to the doctrine,
by which is meant everything fundamental to the com-
munication of Christian truth, would make possible
increased usefulness among our young people. We
revere the Bible as the Word of God, yet how few can
give any intelligent account of how we came to have
our Bible, name any of the ancient manuscripts or tell
anything of the formation of the canon? The church
as an institution has a great history, and those who do
not familiarize themselves with the struggles and
triumphs of the past, are not availing themselves of
their rich heritage. The expansion of the church con-
stitutes the work of missions, which if thoroughly
studied would prove one of the greatest possible in-
centives to present day missionary labors. We are sur-
prised and often grieved at the ignorance manifested
by both young and old conceming some of our most
essential doctrines. Let it be a matter of great con-
cern among our young people, not only to give atten-
tion to personal experience, but to avail themselves
of every means to increase their knowledge of the doc-
trine that they may save others also.

RACE RELATIONS SUNDAY

The Federal Council of Churches has just issued an
interesting and suggestive pamphlet of information
for use on Race Relations Sunday, February 10, 1929.
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“From a small beginning in 1922, said Dr. George
E. Haynes, Secretary of the Commission on Race Re-
lations, “the idea has spread through home mission
boards, Y. M. C. As, Y. W. C. Ass, thousands of local
churches and their auxiliary societies, and many social
agencies. We feel that the widespread recognition of
Race Relations Sunday is having a great influence in
bringing about a better spirit of co-operation and un-
derstanding between the various racial groups in the
United States and hope the seventh annual observance
of the Sunday in 1929 will mark an even more general
advance in interracial co-operation.” The pamphlet is
devoted to suggestions and plans for the observance of
the day together with interesting material on Negro
life and conditions, on the American Indian and on
the Mexicans in the United States. At the close of
pamphlet there are references giving additional source
material on these and other racial groups and the
whole forms a helpful summary of information on one
of the most important problems confronting the world
today. It affords excellent material for home mission-
ary inspiration. The pamphlet can be secured by ad-
dressing the Federal Council of Churches, 105 E. 22nd
St., New York City.

REV. C. E. CORNELL

In the death of Rev. C. E. Cornell, the Church of
the Nazarene loses one of its great men, and the
HEeraLD oF HouiNEss one of its ablest contributors.
We f(irst met Brother Cormell in Los Angeles, Cali-
fornia, while he was conducting revival services in
First church during the time of the assembly. At that
time he was a lay evangelist if we remember correctly,
but was soon ordained and became pastor of First
church, Chicago. We shall never forget the holy tides
of victory which characterized that assembly. The
church was crowded to its utmost capacity. On the
last Sunday night, the evangelist preached with his
usual fervor, and when the altar call was made, scores
of people came from the main floor, the choir and
the galleries. The evangelist was so exhausted that he
was almost overcome, and kind {riends would fan him
until he could regain his strength temporarily and then
he would continue the altar call. We remember dis-
tinctly the impression that this made upon us. He was
a warrior, and God honored him in his altar calls as
few men have been honored. Great companies of peo-
ple sought the Lord when Brother Cornell preached.
We know of no higher tribute which could be offered
to his memory. We extend our deepest sympathies to
Sister Cornell who was such a faithful companion, and
to the family in this time of bereavement. On another
page will be found an account of the funeral services.

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MEETING OF THE GENERAL BOARD

HE General Superintendents presided at all the

sessions of the General Board with their usual

grace and dispatch. General Superintendent
Reynolds, who was recently injured in an automobile
accident, was unable to be present and was greatly
missed. The General Board took appropriate action,
extending greetings to Dr. and Mrs. Reynolds together
with sincere regrets for their inability to be present.

We were enabled to see in practical operation, dur-
ing this meeting, the wisdom of the General Assembly
which vested in the Board of General Superintendents
supervisory powers over the General Board and also
committed to the General Superintendents the super-
vision of all the foreign missionary work. The Board
of General Superintendents held regular sessions, and
the reports of the several departments, including all
nominations, were referred to this Board for sugges-
tions or changes, previous to being submitted to the
General Board for action. To witness the close co-
operation of the General Board with the Board of
General Superintendents, bringing quickly and di-
rectly into final shape every proposed action of the
departments, was a matter in which the church may
well take pride. The plan makes the Board of General
Superintendents, as the name implies, the general di-
rective power of the church and attaches proper au-
thority and dignity to the office of our chief executives.

The General Secretary had matters well in hand,
with proper reference to the committees of all matters
referred to them by the Board or communications
from other sources upon which action was required by
the General Board.

A special hour was set aside for the reading of the
General Treasurer’s report on Wednesday morning.
The Treasurer, M. Lunn, read the report and submit-
ted copies for the use of the Finance Committee. The
report was clear and comprehensive, and a vote of
thanks was given the Treasurer for this excellent re-
port and faithful and efficient service during the year.
This report is given on another page of this number
of the HeraLp oF HOLINESS.

Much favorable comment was heard concerning the
valuable services rendered by the Finance Committee.
The committee faced difficult situations in preparing
the budget, but the solution of the problems suggested
by the committee met with unanimous approval and
the report was approved without any discussion from
the floor.

The Department of Foreign Missions had many
problems to face, also, but they accepted them with
courage and an atmosphere of hopefulness seemed to
pervade the entire General Board.

One of the most hopeful and encouraging signs of
progress, in our opinion, was the clear thinking in the
minds of the members of the Board as to the neces-
sity of giving the same careful and systematic atten-
tion to ways and means of raising the budget as to the
arrangements for equitably expending the funds for
the several departments. The General Secretary, dur-
ing the discussion, drew on the blackboard the picture
of two trees—one unhealthy for lack of care, the other
thriving and healthy. He drew the parallel, stating
that in our work we had been giving insufficient atten-
tion to the care of the tree itself. When we needed
apples, we flailed the tree, until we were not receiving
proper returns and were in addition injuring the tree.
The proper method is not to flail the tree in order to
get returns, but to cultivate the tree itself. This is
the scriptural plan—every branch in the vine that
bringeth forth fruit, he purgeth it that it may bring
forth more fruit. A special committee was ordered on
Ways and Means to present plans for raising the uni-
fied General Budget.

Executive Secretary and Stewardship Committee

The Committee on Ways and Means suggested the
creation of the office of Executive Secretary of the Gen-
eral Board and also a Stewardship Committee to co-
operate with him in promotional work and the collec-
tion of funds. The following is the preamble to this
report and the duties of the Executive Secretary as de-
fined by the General Board:

“It has become evident that to successfully care
for our finances on the budget plan as adopted by the
Church of the Nazarene, attention must be given to
promotional work and collections as well as to dis-
bursements. A unified expenditure budget necessitates
unified plans for securing the funds necessary to sat-
isfy the demands of that budget. The distinction be-
tween ‘“overhead” and “investment” has not always
been observed, and the lack of attention to. systematic
and persistent promotional work has resulted in a de-
crease of funds available for the different departments,
We believe that our people generally are interested in
Foreign Missions, Home Missions, Education, Church
Extension, Church Schools and all the interests of the
church; and that if plans are devised and agencies put
into operation to disseminate information and to in-
spire our people with a knowledge of the opportunities
presenting themselves to the Church of the Nazarene
at this time, there will be great and increasing response
along every line. In order to provide for this system-
atic work of promotion and the collection of funds, we
present the following for your consideration:
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“We recommend the creation of the office of Execu-
tive Secretary for the General Board, whose duties
shall be as follows:

“l. To raise the unified General Budget.

“2. To distribute stewardship and other promo-

tional literature necessary to awaken and maintain
interest in the financial program of the church.

“3. To inform pastors quarterly concerning the
status of their budget, commending those who have
met their obligations and urging those in arrears to
bring up their apportionments.

“4, To arrange for special stewardship campaigns
previous to the close of the fiscal year for the purpose
of presenting to the entire membership of the church
the nature and value of the departmental interests as
represented in the General Budget.

“S. To notify the districts of the total amount of
the budget adopted by the General Board, the propor-
tional amounts allotted to the several departments,
and the proportional amount requested from each dis-
trict in order to meet the entire budget.”

The Special Committee also recommended a Steward-
ship Committee composed of one member from each
department, the General Secretary of the N. Y. P. S.,
the General Secretary and the General Treasurer, It is
the purpose of this committee to co-operate with the
Executive Secretary in raising the budget and in the
plans for promotional work among the churches.

We believe that this action of the General Board in
providing for promotional and inspirational work
among the churches, and in caring for the debit as well
as the credit side of the ledger, is one of the most con-
structive and far-reaching actions which has ever been
taken by the Board.

In our opinion, the increased attention to steward-
ship is one of the most encouraging signs of progress
in the church, both from a spiritual and material stand-
point. Stewardship is the practical outworking of
what we are accustomed to call “consecration” when
instructing seekers at the fitar. All too often this is
but a mere mental exercise or a theoretical consecra-
tion with glaring limitations in the matter of practical
living. When the consecration of the membership of
the church finds expression in the individual steward-
ship of time, talent and money, there will be marked
progress and God himself will open the windows of
heaven and pour out upon us the uncontainable bless-
ing.

General Budget for Fiscal Year 1929-1930

The following is the report of‘the Finance Com-
mittee concerning the General Budget for 1929-1930,
which was submitted to the General Board and ap-
proved.

‘“Realizing that the Church of the Nazarene is rap-
idly increasing in membership and in our opinion
worthy of an enlarged program for Foreign Missions,
Home Missions, Church Extension, Ministerial Relief
and all other interests of the church, we recommend the
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adoption of the General Budget for the [iscal year be-
ginning May 1, 1929, as per the following schedule:

The above budget will be allocated as soon as pos-
sible. A committee composed of the General Treasur-
er, General Secretary and Executive Secretary was
chosen to allocate the budget, their action to be ap-
proved by the Board of General Superintendents.

Home Missions

The Department of Home Missions and Church Ex-
tension has been in session during the last week giving
very careful and thorough consideration to the work
committed by the General Assembly to this department
in the division of home missions.

A new Home Mission Policy has been formulated
and adopted and plans laid for aggressive work
throughout home mission territory as the funds become
available and places of opportunity can be entered.

District Superintendent Charles M. Harrison of the
Carolina District was present and gave a most encour-
aging report of the progress of work on that territory.

All the members of the department who were pres-
ent are enthused with the outlook for the work and
believe that this quadrennium will see a splendid ad-
vance all along the home mission battlefront.

The Home Missions Policy

The Department of Home Missions and Evangelism
prepared and submitted the following policy which
was adopted by the General Board:

“It is the aim and intent of this policy of the De-
partment of Home Missions and Church Extension,
in its division of Home Missions, to set forth its ob-
ject, purpose and plans of operation. This is done in
order that our people may come to a clear understand-
ing of the work of this department, and that the de-
partment may serve the church effectively in its sphere,
with an aggressive spirit, laboring to turn the king-
doms of this world over to the kingdom of Christ and
the Church of the Nazarene. '

“The Object of this Department. The Department
of Home Missions shall sponsor and perform the work
of diffusing Christianity more generally by supporting,
maintaining and promoting all phases of church work
and missionary activity conducted by the Church of
the Nazarene in home missionary territory, subject to
the law and order as adopted by the General Assem-
bly.

“General Home Missionary Territory. The Church
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of the Nazarene, being called to evangelize in all the
world, in order that all sections may be included in
the program of the church, we take the liberty to place
a more popular meaning to the term, ‘“General Home
Missionary Territory,” by including in it all territory
not included in the program of the Foreign Missionary
Department.

“Particsular Home Missionary Territory. By par-
ticular Home Missionary, we mean territory set apart
by agreement of all concerned, subject to the spirit
of the law and order as adopted by the General As-
sembly, and more especially among the weaker dis-
tricts, which we endeavor to interpret in the following
articles:

“Opening Work in Large Cities. This department
shall open work in large cities where such arrangements
can be made with the District Superintendent and the
District Board of Home Missions, subject to the ap-
proval of the General Superintendent having jurisdic-
tion.

“Assisting Districts. It shall be the policy of this
department to give such assistance as may be advis-
able to such districts as may be related to the depart-
ment according to the Manual, page 125, Paragraph
4, Anticles (1), (2) and (3).

“Work Among Others. To open work among the
negroes, Indians, mountain people, and foreign speak-
ing people not included in the program of the Foreign
Missionary Department when opportunity and finance
will permit.

“Promoting Home Missionary Interest. It shall be
the duty of this department to co-operate in every way
with General Superintendents, District Superintend-
ents, pastors and evangelists, to inspire the member-
ship to prayer and zeal in soul-winning, in personal
evangelism and the distribution of gospel literature.

“Securing Funds. (1) In co-operating with the
Nazarene Young People’s Society in order to inspire
and assist them in every way possible in their effort
to raise twenty-five thousand doilars ($25,000) an-
nually for the cause of Home Missions. (2) That the
department co-operate with the General Treasurer and
all concerned in raising the General Budget of the
church, out of which the Home Missionary Department
is to have (as per Minutes of General Assembly, page
231, which reads as follows): ‘We also recommend
that the minimum budget for home missions be placed
at $25,000 for the first fiscal year, with an annual
increase of ten per cent each year throughout the
quadrennium.’ (3) To receive gifts, and bequests and
in the diffusing of stewardship literature.

“Administration of Funds. There shall be a strict
policy of administering the funds of this department
according to plans herein adopted, and both an annual
detailed report of work done and a financial report
rendered to the General Board. Also an annual pro-
posed budget for the ensuing year, provided, that the
proposed budget shall not be in excess of the goal set
by the General Assembly for Home Missions.
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“The Division of Funds. The funds of the depart-
ment shall be divided as follows: (1) An amount
equal to 28 per cent of the budget may be used to
assist Home Mission District Superintendents on dis-
teicts of less than five hundred members and not more
than six hundred members; (2) the balance of the
funds shall be used in promoting home missionary
work as may be determined by the Department of
Home Missions under the supervision of the Board
of General Superintendents.

“Co-operative Plan. (1) All applications for home
missions funds as provided in plan two in the division
of funds shall be made to the Department of Home
Missions on a printed form provided by the Depart-
ment, said application to be sent to the recording sec-
retary of the department. (2) Upon favorable action
by the Department the secretary shall issue an order
on the General Treasurer, provided there are sufficient
funds in the treasury.

“Promotion Department. In promoting the work of
Home Missions, we shall ask for and furnish material
for a page in the HERALD oF HoOLINESS, publish tracts,
booklets, and any other literature deemed necessary.”

Church Extension

The Department of Home Missions and Church
Extension gave much attention and consideration to
the work in the division of Church Extension. They
revised the Church Extension Policy in keeping with
the experience of the department during the last four
years and added some new features growing out of that
experience.

It is the purpose of the department to use every
laudable endeavor to increase its Joan funds by gifts,
devises, bequests, and annuities, and to use every pos-
sible endeavor consistent with good business principles
to render assistance to church-building and church-
acquiring projects.

Until the funds have increased suﬁlcnemly to war-
rant, no loans will be made on parsonage projects.

The last year has been one of the best years of the
Church Extension work in the repayment of loans and
the bringing up of interest accounts by churches hav-
ing loans.

The members of the department gave careful con-
sideration to upwards of two dozen applications on
file, but nearly all of these were either not approved
because of not conforming to the Church Extension
policy or action upon them deferred because of a lack
of funds. Requests coming in for assistance during the
last year have totaled more than seventy-five thousand
($75,000) dollars. To meet these the department had
only about ten thousand ($10,000) dollars for all pur-
poses.

The work of Church Extension will be closely
coupled with the work of Home Missions and an en-
deavor will be put forth to assist local churches in for-
mulating well-approved and successful plans for financ-
ing their building projects.
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Department of Education

The Department of Education reviewed with great
pleasure the reports of the schools and colleges. The
past quadrennium has witnessed marked advances in
this department of church work. By means of financial
campaigns the debts on property have practically been
liquidated, and the institutions are now in position to
begin work for necessary buildings and endowment.
The matter of securing endowment in order to give
permanency to our educational institutions and provide
for adequate support was felt to be a great need. The
following recommendations were presented to the Gen-
eral Board and approved:

“We recommend that the amounts necessary to pro-
vide for the deficits in the current operating expenses
of the colleges be cared for by each several zone, in a
manner which the college in conference with the sev-
eral districts shall determine; and we further recom-
mend that steps be taken as soon as possible to pro-
vide productive endowment for our educational institu-
tions.

“We recommend that uniform report blanks and
classification of accounts be prepared by the Depart-
ment, subject to the approval of the General Secre-
tary and General Treasurer.

‘“We recommend that the General Board approve
of the preparation of a policy by the Department of
Education for the internal administration of its colleges
in order to assist them in standardizing the work of
teaching, the arrangement of courses, grades of schol-
arship and other matters pertaining to the educational
administration of the schools and colleges.”

Ministerial Relief

The members and friends of the Church of the Naz-
arene will be pleased to know that after much careful
and prayerful consideration, the Ministers’ Contribu-
tory Reserve Pension Plan has at last been agreed to
by the General Board and the Board of General Su-
perintendents, and will soon be given publicity
throughout the church.

The plan makes provision for pensions for ministers
after the age of sixty-five and upon retirement, and
the widows of ministers who have died in the service
of the church. Retirement at the age of sixty-five is
not made compulsory.

Some provisions which are frequently made in such
plans have been eliminated in order that greater em-
phasis may be placed upon the care of the wornout
preacher and the widow. As the plan becomes opera-
tive and the Department of Ministerial Relief has ex-
perience in its management other provisions can be
added as needed and experience may indicate.

Rev. E. J. Fleming, who has acted as executive head
of the General Board of Ministerial Relief from 1919
to 1923, and of the Department of Ministerial Relief
of the General Board from 1923 to the present time,
will continue in that relation and will use every en-
deavor to make the plan operative by the close of
1929.
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Chuwrch Schools

Taken from the report of the Department of Church
Schools:

It is generally considered that the church has no
more important agency for carrying forward its pro-
gram along all lines than that of the Sunday school,
and the other schools of the Department of Church
Schools. Since the General Assembly, much attention
has been given to the putting into operation of the
new arrangements for the carrying on of this work
which were adopted at that time. As the people are
getting acquainted with this new plan they seem to
be more and more pleased with it. Some slight changes
may need to be made later, but the general principles
of organization appear to be sound. The District As-
semblies that have been held since the meeting of the
General Assembly have organized after the new plan
and a number of these districts are already doing very
effective work. We consider it to be one of our first
tasks to get an aggressive, working district organiza-
tion. We are corresponding with the District Superin-
tendents and the District Church School Boards, giv-
ing such instructions, suggestions and encouragement
as we are able to do. We shall follow this as quickly
as possible in a similar manner with the pastors and
local church school boards, then with the Sunday
school superintendents, and the cabinets.

The Sunday school statistics for 1928 show that we
now have, exclusive of foreign fields, 1,553 schools,
a gain of 135 over last year. The total enrollment is
156,477, which is a gain of 12,248. 5,129 have been
reported as converted from the Sunday school and
5,229 have joined the cburch. Through our Sunday
schools, $54,304 has been reported for missions. 59
leadership training classes have been conducted. Many
conventions and rallies have been held and our De-
partment has given suggestions for these as oppor-
tunity has been afforded. These conventions have
greatly deepened the interest in Sunday school work
and we shall continue to encourage the holding of
such.

At the present time we are issuing the following
lesson helps: the Bible School Teacher's Journal, is-
sued monthly, the Advanced, Home, Intermediate-
Senior, and Junior Quarterlies, all of these using the
uniform series of lessons. It seems necessary that we
should add to these a primary quarterly and a teach-
er's edition of the Junior and Intermediate-Senior
Quarterlies, which the Department now recommends.
We are also issuing a primary quarterly and lessons
for the group graded series of lessons. -A goodly num-
ber of our larger and more aggressive schools are call-
ing for other graded material. Because we do not
have this some of these schools are beginning to use
materials from other publishing houses. We have
sought so far as possible to get these schools to order
this material through our own Publishing House, but
some do not do this. We believe the time has now
come when we must go forward with the issuing of
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our own group graded material. Not only in the in-
terest of our schools, but also in the interest of the
Publishing House, we have recommended the issuing
of such material for the Beginners and Junior depart-
menls as soon as satisfactory arrangements for the
same may be made. We also publish three weekly
papers: the Youth’s Comrade, Junior Joys and Sun-
shine.

The need for more definite missionary teaching
through the Sunday school has been keenly felt for
some time. The possibilities here are almost unlimited.
Missionary lessons largely in story form for the Be-
ginners, Junior and Primary departments, and more
advanced studies for the Intermediate-Senior are to
be provided.

There has been much call for supplemental Bible
work to be used as a standard of honorable promotion.
We now propose to issue graded memory and cate-
chism material to include both Bible information and
the doctrine of the church for the Beginners, Primaries,
Juniors and Intermediates.

We feel that the Sunday school should be an active
force in the building of the church; that we should
not consider the pupil simply as a receptacle into
which the teacher pours a lesson or as a mere absorb-
ing sponge, but that he should be taught how to live
and serve, hence, we plan to encourage class organiza-
tion and to send forth from time to time plans for
class activities.

The work of leadership training is growing quite
rapidly. A goodly number of leadership training schools
and local training classes have been held. Some of our
regular educational institutions are now presenting
this work. Some splendid summer schools are being
arranged for this training in connection with camp-
meetings in at least six of our districts. One of our
most serious difficulties is to secure text books that
will properly represent our essential doctrines, or at
least will not undermine that which we consider fun-
damental. On this account we are arranging to pub-
lish certain text books of our own.

The vacation and week-day Bible schools are be-
ginning to be strong factors in the work of religious
education. Our churches are beginning to put on these
schools. They must be encouraged in this. Our De-
partment will give such direction to these schools as
we are able to do with our present finances and work-
ing force.

General Council W. F. M. S.
REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT

The entire report would be interesting reading, but
we can give only parts of it, condensed. Mrs. S. N.
Fitkin told of her activities through the year in con-
nection with her office, and they were many. They in-
cluded preparing for and attending two meetings of
the General Board, the General Missionary Conven-
tion of the women, and the General Assembly, visiting
twenty or more districts, helping in many annual meet-
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ings, conventions, and all-day meetings. She sold about
six hundred copies of her book, “A Trip to Alrica,”
and secured more than a thousand dollars cash and
several thousand dollars in pledges for the General
Budget, as well as more than 130 new members for the
Prayer and Fasting League.

In the General Assembly, with the unanimous con-
sent of the District Presidents, $5,000 was pledged on
the church debt, and the “sunshine campaign” was
launched to secure it. To date not quite $3,000 has
come in on this.

“On the way to California again in September I
was very definitely led of the Lord to visit the Navajo
Indian Reservation in northeastern Arizona. Here I
found the original Americans living in ignorance and
superstition and with home conditions no better than
the Africans on the Dark Continent. My heart was
strangely moved as I visited their huts and saw the
destitution, and learned that thousands of these human
beings—our brothers and sisters in our very midst—
worship the sun and tall mountains, large trees, and
almost everything—even to coyotes and rattlesnakes,
I even heard some of them declare that they had never
heard about God.”

The brief account of her visit to the District Assem-
bly in Mexico City is very interesting, but it will be
told in a more satisfactory way in a booklet which she
is writing.

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY

Mrs. Roy G. Codding, the Secretary, reported having
attended to the correspondence and having sent out
22,000 Bulletins, 15,000 Junior Light Bearers, 10,000
W. F. M. S. Constitutions, 15,000 prayer cards, and
many multigraph letters, besides filling many orders
for tracts, blanks, and special programs, also supplies
to conventions and assemblies.

Because of changes in the Central Northwest and
the Rocky Mountain Districts, we now have 43 dis-
trict societies instead of 41. At the General Assembly
in June 842 societies were reported and 16,700 mem-
bers, besides 31 societies and $46 members in foreign
fields. We have reports now of 904 societies in the
homeland, with 17,319 members, though some have not
been heard from.

Of certificates 1 have issued for standard societies
10, for life members 14, and for honorary life member
one, also 4 memorial rolls and one junior memorial
roll. Mission study is increasing, encouraged by our
excellent hooks.

REPORT OF THE TREASURER

Mrs. John T. Benson, the General Treasurer, was
the only member of the Executive Committee not pres-
ent—three attacks of flu. Her report was read by
Miss Emma B. Word. It will be published in The
Other Sheep, so we give here only a brief summary.
It was (or the calendar year 1928, and showed a total
of receipts $74,375.74, of which $67,542.77 was in the
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General Fund, and $6,832.97 in special funds, includ-
ing the general contingent fund of $618.27 and the
relief and retirement fund of $841.98. Outside of these
were the sunshine campaign receipts, to apply on the
general church debt, $2,942.14. This made the total
receipts for all purposes $77,317.88.

General N. Y. P. S. Board

The recent meeting of the General N. Y. P. S. Board
proved to all the members so inspiring as well as
profitable that perhaps it is due the church at large
to give a report of the progress and development of
the work of the N. Y, P. S. during the last year.

Splendid progress is recorded throughout the entire
church in the work of the N. Y. P. S. Local societies
are working with more clearly defined objectives, with
greater enthusiasm and a larger sense of the work of
the N. Y. P. S. as it relates itself to the mission of the
Church of the Nazarene as a whole.

Districts are arousing themselves. The dawn of a
new and greater day in district work is seen. It is not
too much to expect in the near future, gatherings in
the District N. Y. P. S. work, that in numbers and
spiritual power will reach a new high mark among
district gatherings. An illustration of this is the Pitts-
burgh District where the advance has been so great
that the slogan adopted for the next District Conven-
tion is “3,000 Young People at the District N. Y. P.
S. Convention.”” Other districts are fully awake to the
inspiration and help from such gatherings. There is,
however, with all this a high purpose on the part of the
young people to make their gatherings contribute to
the progress and success of the entire church and not
one department. The young people of the Church of
the Nazarene want to share in the great work of
“buslding the church.”

Progress was likewise recorded in the General N.
Y. P. S. Rev. D. Shelby Corlett, General Secretary,
is now devoting his entire time to the work of the N.
Y. P. S. He will seek in aidition to promoting the
general program of evangelism, to work with the local
societies and District Societies, especially the weaker
ones, to the end that every unit of the great N. Y. P.
S. army may attain its maximum strength and effi-
ciency.

As Editor of the new and larger Young People's

" Journal, Rev. Corlett is offering to the young people of
our church, as well as other churches, one of the finest
publications available for young people's work. We
believe we can now say that along with the HEraLD OF
HoviNess, The Other Sheep and our Sunday School
Publications, the Church of the Nazarene is offering
a young people’s publication of the highest order. The
Journal will be found to offer a fine range of helps for
actual work, together with choice selections of inspira-
tional and devotional matter. Every society should
strive to make of every member a Journal reader.

Perchance the biggest feature in the program in the
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General N. Y. P. S. is the Home Missionary Program.
This is the first great undertaking of the N. Y P. S.
in the general work of our church. If we can judge
from the response that has already been made to this
undertaking we shall witness in 1929 the raising of our
entire annual quota of $25,000. It is impossible to
estimate the possibilities for good to our church
through just this one phase of N. Y. P. S. work. ‘“The
Penny a Day for Missions” was adopted as the plan
for raising this money. Since the success of all our
N. Y. P. S. work depends on the way we co-ordinate
the local, the district and the general, we would urge
that prompt reply be made to all communications
from our General Headquarters. Write Rev. D. Shelby
Corlett, General Secretary N. Y. P. S., for any help
or information you may need.

Miscellaneous Items

The time set for the annual meeting of the General
Board is the first Tuesday in-January.

Dr. J. G. Morrison was elected Executive Secretary
of the General Board, and also Secretary of the De-
partment of Foreign Missions.

Dr. A. O. Henricks tendered his resignation to the
General Board on account of having moved his elec-
toral zone, and Dr. C. E. Hardy was elected to fill
his place. Rev. H. H. Hooker resigned for the same
reason and Rev. J. E. Gaar was elected in his place.

The Woman’s General Council held a meeting dur-
ing the time which the General Board was in session.
Excellent reports were rendered by Mrs. Fitkin, Mrs.
Codding and the Treasurer.

The Young People’s Executive Committee also held
a meeting during the week. The President, Donnell J.
Smith of Portland, was present, Rev. D. Shelby Cor-
lett, the General Secretary, Rev. Jarrette Aycock and
Rev. L. A. Reed.

Several of the District Superintendents were present,
among them being, Rev. Charles A. Gibson from
Ohio, Rev. C. J. Quinn from Indianapolis, Rev. J. W.
Montgomery from Northern Indiana and Rev. Chas.
Harrison from South Carolina.

Consideration was given to a plan for special times
of prayer during the year. -Certain districts are arrang-
ing for a month of prayer in which the church will be
open for prayer every night. This plan has been tried
in Northern Indiana by District Superintendent Mont-
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gomery with great spiritual results. The suggestion
met with approval by the General Board, and the mat-
ter was referred to the General Superintendents.

Arrangements were made for General Superintend-
ents J. W. Goodwin and R. T. Williams to visit the
foreign mission fields this year.

The newly created Stewardship Committee had a
meeting and considered plans for promotion work dur-
ing the coming year. It is planned to give much at-
tention to stewardship and to prepare proper literature
for circulation in the churches.

The efficient work of the secretaries, stenographers
and other clerical help was greatly appreciated by the
General Board. Every attention was given to members
of the Board and visitors, in order to make their visit
in Kansas City pleasant.

E. L. Hawkes resigned for personal reasons and the
vacancy was filled by the election of J. A. Dolson.

Rev. J. G. Morrison, elected to represent the North-
west Geographical Zone, resigned because of residence
outside of that Zone, and Rev. J. E. Bates was elected
to succeed him.

AN EPOCH IN OUR FOREIGN MISSION
WORK

At the recent meeting of the Board of General Su-
perintendents and of the General Board of the Church
of the Nazarene the plan of the Board of General
Superintendents (or sending two of their members on
a tour of inspection to our work in Japan, China, East-
ern and Western India, Palestine and other fields ad-
jacent, was approved.

The Board of General Superintendents designated
General Superintendents Goodwin and Williams to
perform this strenuous and epoch making task, and
these brethren plan to leave for the fields mentioned,
going by way of the west, about the first of October.
These men have been General Superintendents for
fourteen years and their going to the foreign fields
together meets with the approval of our people every-
where.

In the minds of the members of the Board of Gen-
eral Superintendents there are a number of considera-
tions which justify the sending of two of their mem-
bers at one time. In the first place, it was ordered by
the General Assembly that at least two different Gen-
eral Superintendents should visit each of the foreign
fields during the quadrennium, so that this present
visitation is but the minimum of visitation ordered by
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our general law making body. Then we have been in
doubt for some time as to the policy that should be
pursued in connection with our work in a number of
these fields, and the policy which is to govern our ac-
tivities there for the next ten or fifteen years can be
made nowhere else so well as right on the fields affect-
ed. But to leave this matter of policy making to one
man is neither wise for the church nor fair to the man.
But with two of our General Superintendents seeing
the same field at the same time and then reconciling
their findings makes us feel confident of the adequacy
and practicability of the policy they shall recommend.
Then, since we of the homeland are not in as close
touch with our foreign work as we realize we should
be, the advantage of having two of our General Super-
intendents fresh from the (ield presiding over their
quota of the District Assemblies next year is great
intleed.

Other members of the Board of General Superin-
tendents will look after the work in Latin America
and perhaps Cape Verde Islands during the present
year and yet all District Assemblies of the home field
will be presided over by a General Superintendent.

The date for the sailing of Drs. Goodwin and Wil-
liams is even now not far distant, and we solicit the
earnest prayers and full co-operation of our people in
the plans for this great contribution on the part of the
homeland church to brethren in foreign fields.

JUGOSLAVIAN NAZARENES

The Lawrence Journal-World has the (ollowing ac-
count of a sect of Nazarenes in Jugoslavia. While they
bear no relation to our Church of the Nazarene, yet
it is interesting to note that God seems to be raising
up ‘“Nazarenes’” in every country. Recently a com-
pany of Nazarenes was reported in Holland, now comes
the report of another sect in Jugoslavia. Here is the
report:

Belgrade (AP)—A community of “Nazarencs” inhabiting
the Woywodina plateau in one of Jugoslavia's richest provinces
has decided that death or impnsonment is preferable to serv-
ing in the army. Thce Nazarencs are members of a religious sect
reared on strict puritan principles. The recruiting officer of
the district rcports that out of SO0 persens called to service
fram the district, only one was willing to put on the king's
uniform. The conscription laws pravide a penally of ten years

at hard labor for refusal to serve and the government has been
obliged to act against the entire community.

Rev. N. B. Herrell writes that it would be interest-
ing to make an effort to learn more about these Hol-
land and Jugosalvian Nazarenes, and when our Gen-
eral Superintendents visit the foreign field call on
them in a friendly way, and give the Holy Spirit op-
portunity to promote His work among them. The
Church of the Nazarene is only in the moming of her
opportunities, if she keeps step with the Holy Spirit
in girdling the globe with salvation and holiness unto
the Lord.
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“LOOKING AHEAD"”

HE great Columbus, Ohio, General Assembly

last June adopted the most ringing, optimistic

forward looking resolution that has ever been
presented to the Church of the Nazarene. It declared
in inspirational terms, that the general funds of the
church should be increased ten per cent each year.
This would mean almost a million dollars for the gen-
eral interests in this quadrennium.

Oh, how this thrilled the hearts of the weary mis-
sioparies across the sea. How they planned, and re-
plaoned the ten thousand different places where their
share of this ten per cent increase would be used. One
station needed a well, a house, a furlough; another
needed room so that school girls would not need to
sleep on the floor so closely packed together that one
could scarce turn over without all turned simultan-
eously, Another needed—but what’s the use enumerat-
ing? The pitiful needs of the foreign field have almost
lost their pull on us at home! And how the home mis-
sion people gloried in the steady ten per cent increase
that was advertised in the splendid General Assembly
resolutions, This meant unreached regions in the home-
land entered, churches established, struggling districts
strengthened, and thousands of souls made happy in
the possession of holy hearts that now were strangers
to Him, our Lord and Master. The Church Extension
cause rejoiced, while the wornout veterans fairly shout-
ed for joy over the splendid plans the church was mak-
ingl

But how disillusioned everyone was when the recent
General Board met! Instead of our glorious church
rising splendidly to the vision and call of its leaders,
we actually faced a deficit large enough to throw us
farther back than we were a year ago. The Depart-
ment of Foreign Missions had planned a splendid
budget, relieving every field, forwarding needed mis-
sionaries, building houses for those who had lived in
native huts, digging wells, enlarging school buildings,
and fairly adequately providing for the mighty spread
of holiness in foreign lands. But when the General
Treasurer's report was read; the deficit announced;
another slump down hill made evident, the Depart-
ment of Foreign Missions sadly and heart brokenly
saw visions of cutting and slashing that generous
budget. Shall this be done? No missionaries could
then be sent out. No buildings could be built. No wells
dug. No reinforcements. The foreign fields could
scarcely hold their own. The Department of Home
Missions likewise planned splendid things. Shall it
now be fast tied for lack of money? Shall Church Ex-
tension languish? Shall old veterans of the cross tear-
fully look for help and find none?

What caused this?

Who can tell? All we know is, the general budget,
that bundle of stewardship sacred to the carrying on
of the general church, is slowly drifting backward,
while local and district budgets are holding their own.
Our good Nazarenes do not respond, because we fear
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they do not realize the desperate need, and the over-
whelming importance of that cause that carries the fi-
nances of the general church. .

If the tendency to leave the general budget unpaid,
goes on unchecked, it means that one-half of our mis-
sion fields must be closed in 1930.

Can this tendency be checked?
We believe it can!

Our splendid General Superintendents backed by
our General Board, have, in the face of this gloomy
situation, called for the church to rally and still go
ahead with the noble forward looking plans laid by
the General Assembly at Columbus. They have sound-
ed the trumpet of advance for the mission fields. They
have called for vital development for the homeland.
Their faith in the willingness of the church yet to
respond is perfect. They have approved of a $225,000
budget for the foreign fields to become effective the
moment it is available. A $25,000 home missions
budget for immediate work in the homeland. A total
budget of $312,000 is asked for! It will be set to work
as soon as received,

Will the church disappoint the splendid faith of its
magnificent leaders? Does it desire to cut its foreign
mission field in two, and abandon one-half, and also
discard any attempt at home mission development,
or does st sanction the vision of its General Superin-
tendents, and its General Board? Will it rally with
genuine Nazarene enthusiasm and back its leadership
with such generous budget returns as will turn the tide,
underwrite the missionary fields at home and abroad,
make glad the hearts of thousands of souls now in
darkness and sin, and justify the Head of the Church
in calling it into existence, and bringing it so gloriously
on its way thus far?

We believe the leaders of the church have judged
its heart correctly! We believe the church wants the
mission (ields to prosper] We believe it will respond.
Forward to the greatest advance effort yet made by
the Church of the Nazarene!

Studies in the Parables of Jesus
By Prof. J. B. Galloway

Lesson Five
Part ONE. OUr DALy BreAD FroM HEAVEN

A Chapter @ Day and a Thought a Day.

First Day—Mark 1. How to be sons well pleasing
to God. Have an open heaven and the Spirit descend-
ing upon you as Jesus did (1:10, 11),

Second Day—Mark 2. “Why reason ye these things
in your hearts?” (2:8). Jesus hears our heart-talk.
Our thoughts may be heard in heaven. How do they
sound?

Third Day—Mark 3. Jesus called the twelve for a
threefold purpose. ‘‘That they should be with him, and
that he might send them forth to preach, and to have
power” (3:14, 15). Has He called you? Is His pur-
pose in calling you being fulfilled?

Fourth Day—Mark 4. Jesus is not only a sunny
day God, but a God for the stormy day also (4:39).
He can still the tempest caused by the fury of the
elements and He can still the tempest caused by our
doubts if we let Him.

Fifth Day—Mark 5. Men would bind the mad man
of Gadara (5:3), but Jesus loosed him (5:13).

Sixth Day—Mark 6. “And they went out, and
preached that men should repent” (6:12). After being
under the training of Jesus the twelve began to fulfill
the second purpose of their call (3:14). See thought
for the third day. And their preaching was an echo
of what Jesus began to preach (See Matt. 4:17).

Seventh Day—Mark 7. “He hath done all things
well” (7:37). Neither will He vary in the future.
Fear not. His will for you is good.

ParT Two. THE PARABLE OF THE MusTtarD SEED

“The kingdom of heaven is like to a grain of mus-
tard seed, which a man took, and sowed in his field:
which indeed is the least of all seeds: but when it is
grown, it is the greatest among herbs, and becometh
a tree, so that the birds of the air come and lodge in
the branches thereof.”

Growtk in the Kingdom.

One of the great marvels about the kingdom of
heaven is its growth. Jesus might have chosen a more
noble plant for His comparison. It would have seemed
more appropriate for the grape vine, the cedar of
Lebanon, or the stately palm to have been used. But
Jesus saw in the mustard plant just the comparison
that He wished to make. The great contrast between
the smaliness ol the seed and the growth of this plant
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is evident. Thompson tells of seeing wild mustard
growing in Palestine as tall as a horse and his rider.

When we consider the smallness of the beginning of
Christianity in the world and note the glorious prog-
ress that it has made the comparison is very apt. Be-
ginning with twelve plain men and a few of their
friends who gathered in an upper room in Jerusalem,
only fifty days after the crucifixion the Holy Ghost
came and three thousand, then five thousand were
converted. Within a year and a hall we read that
“multitudes, both men and women” had received the
gospel, and “a great company of the priests were obe-
dient to the faith.” The converts went everywhere
preaching the Word. Demetrius complains of Paul that
‘“not alone at Ephesus, but almost throughout all Asia,
this Paul hath persuaded and turmed away much peo-
ple.” A few years later, during the persecution of
Nero, Tacitus says that a great multitude were seized
in Rome. And just a little later Pliny, the Roman
governor of Pontus and Bithynia, says, that Chris-
tianity had long subsisted in these provinces, many
of all ages, and of every rank, of both sexes were ac-
cused of being Christians. He describes it as a “con-
tagion of superstition,” and describes it as irresistible,
for it had seized not cities only, but the lesser towns
also, and the open country, so that the heathen temples
were almost forsaken. Within a little over three hun-
dred years the Roman empire had become nominally
Christian. On it has gone from century to century
climbing the Alps the Apennines and Himalayas, cross-
ing the broad oceans to America and distant lands.

The Unnatural Expansion and Abnormal Growtk of
the Kingdom.

Jesus does not interpret this parable as He does the
two previous ones in Matt. 13. But we may find a
key hanging at the door to unfold its meaning by using
the same method that He used for the others. The
man represents the Son of Man. The field is the world,
and the birds represent the evil agencies. In the par-
able of the sower the birds stole away the seed, here
they lodge in the branches.

Ordinarily the mustard is an herb but in this par-
able it has become a tree by putting on abnormal
growth. It sends its roots down into the earth and be-
comes great in the earth. Christendom is much larger
than the true Church, the Bride of Christ. Of the
Church Jesus said, “Ye are not of the world.” He did
not mean that the Church should be rooted in the
worldly affairs, but in Him. Neither did He intend
that the Church should assume such abnormmal pro-
portions as to spread out its branches so far out that
the evil, unclean birds could lodge upon its branches.
Even Abraham must drive off the birds from his sac-
rifice to God. Today heresies, unbelief and modernism
are lodging almost on every branch of Christendom.
Oh, for some brave-hearted Abraham to drive them
away! If the Church had remained the lowly one,
despised of the world, there would have been no room
for the wicked birds of unbelief.
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PART THREe. WHAT THis ParaBLE TEACHES ME

That although the kingdom of heaven began in a

very small way it has had a marvelous growth.
That being faithful to some insignificant duties to-

ward God we may find a large opportunity for blessing

or sacrifice.
" A saintly character grows from small acts of devo-
tion after we have entered the kingdom.
“Scorn not the slightest word or deed,
Nor deem it void of power;

In the Shetland Islands, the most northerly British possession
in Europe, no spot is more than three miles from the sea.

A system has been evolved which makes it possible for
Chinese to read their own language after becoming familiar
with only 1,000 characters. Formerly, for any degree of liter-
acy, a knowledge of the 40,000 characters of the Chinese lan-
guage was necessary.

The Khyber Pass, the most irmportant of the passes which
lead into India from Afgbanistan, is a narrow defile winding
between clifis 600 to 1,000 feet bigh.

Surrounded by a veritable bower of beautiful lowers which
covered the entire front of the First Church of the Nazarene,
Pasadena, California, where he -labored so effectively and fruit-
fully as pastor, the body of our beloved brother, Rev. C. E.
Cornell, rested while his friends and associates gathered from
all parts of Southern California to honor his memory. As he
lay in state for two hours preceding the service, hundreds
passed by to pay their respects to this great hero of the cross.
Duning this time an organ prelude of his favorite hymns was
played by the wniter at the request of Mrs. Cornell.

The service, which was conducted by the pastor, Rev. H. B.
Macrory, was simple but beautifully impressive and deeply
spiritual—just such a service as would have pleased Brother
Cornell. After the congregation had sung, “Rock of Ages,”
Rev. E. A. Girvin read appropriate passages of scripture from
the closing chapters of Revelation. Rev. P. G. Linaweaver
offered prayer, following which Mr. and Mrs. Harry Wenger
of Pasadena First church sang, “Face to Face"”

More than fifty ministers of the Church of the Nazarene
and other denominations were present. Personal tributes were
paid by the following intimate (riends in the ministry: Dis-
trict Superintendent Rev. J. T. Little, Rev. Isaac Hodge, Rev.
C. W. Ruth, Rev. A. O. Henricks, and Rcv. U. E. Harding,
who was Brother Cornell's successor at Pasadena First church.
Each speaker gave eloquent testimony to the large place which
Brother Cornell held in his esteem and love. Repeatedly he
was characterized as ‘‘the greatest pastor the Church of the
Nazarene has produced.” Special tnibute was paid to his high
quality of personal character, his intense devotion to Christ,
his incessant activity in the cause of spreading holiness, his
optimism, faith, frankness and naturalness, his ability as an
organizer, his unwavering loyalty to his friends, and his pre-
eminent success as a “(isher of men.”

Following the personal tributes, Brother Macrory read com-
munications from Dr. C. H. Babcock, Rev. W. G. Schurman,
Rev. L. A, Reed, Rev. E. ]J. Fleming, Rev. O. J. Nease, Rev.
and Mrs. Earl Wilde, and Mrs. Paul Bresee. Expressions of
love and appreciation were rcad from each department of the
local church of which Brother Comell was a beloved and
faithful member. Much was said concerning the beautiful in-
fluence he exerted by his presence, testimonies and counsel dur-
ing the years in which he attended the church f(ollowing his
physical collapse.

In conclusion, Brother Macrory spoke briefly of the joy and
profit of his own personal contact with Brother Cornell, and
of the great blessing of his assistance in the services during the
last two years. “His faith and encduragcment meant so much
to me,” he said, “that 1 felt as if he were my associate in the
pastorate.” Hc concluded his remarks by reading excerpts from
Brother Cornell's book, “Sifted Wheat,” including 2 number of
thoughts concerning heaven. At the close of the service, Brother
Wenger sang, “No Night Therc.” Rev. Fred Weatherford pro-
nounced the benediction.

We wish we might convey to the reader the beauty, the
tenderness, the deep joy of this service. As one afler anather
spoke concerning the life and ministry of this Christian noble-
man, a volume of praise would brcak forth from the congrega-
tion. Everyone felt that language was too weak to adequately
express the scntiment of the heart at the passing of such a
saint of God. We were impressed that the expressions of the
service were but symbolic of the feelings of thousands of hearts
in all parts of the world, who, having been bicssed by his varied
ministry of breaching and authorship, thank God at this time
for the consecrated talents of this Spirit-led, sanctified man,
who lived such a full life, the complete influence of which
eternity alone can reveal.

Brother C. E. Cornell was God's own gift to the Church of
the Nazarene. Evangelist, pastor, author—he made his life to
tell for God and the church. Brother Comell was also a friend
of the schools for his great heart beat with sympathy for our
young people who desire preparation for the mission of life.
We have heard him tell how hard it had been (or him to fit
himself for eflective service outside the walls of colleges, save
the “college of hard knocks,” as he expressed it.

Trained by the very dint of a strong determination to be at
his best, and by the urge of the needy world for whose salva-
tion he yearned.

Although Brother Cornell had been shut away by his illness
of the last four years from active participation in the church,
yet he ever kept in direct touch with the issues that had been
so vital to bis life. He had been a man of keen insight and
ready action relative to the problems of our Zion. Countless
young men and women will ever thank God for his frank
personal advice that gave them the encouragement they needed
or that jarred them loose from the situation into which leth-
argy had thrust them.

He related to us that
on the last visit of the now tramslated Rev. William Huff to
his bedside that Brother Hufl had aflectionately called him by
his given name, and said, “Clarence, don't be over anxious to
hurry .off to heaven, but accept your first opportunity.” Both
Brother Huff and Brother Comnell have accepted that oppor-
tunity and are today renewing their friendship in the fair
country of God.

Our eyes are dimmed with sorrow’s tears but our hearts take
on a new rcsolve to fight more manfully for the holy gospel
and institutions made even more sacred by the labors and
ideals of this godly man. We cannot produce another C. E.
Cornell, but we may train and send forth men and women
that will close the gap made by his honorable discharge from
the ranks of the Church militant and press on the battle of
our God. We can think of no memorial more fitting to his
consecrated life than the building of that institution to which
he gave 30 unselfishly of his time and strength, from whose
halls shall go forth in the years to come, if our Lord tammes,
multitudes of other warriors that will carry on in this warfare.

We accept the challenge to holy service which his memory
leaves us and pledge ourselves anew to the gospel he preached,
the church he served and the Christ he loved.

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PAUL SEEKS AN APPOINTMENT

The following selection was sent to us by Rev. Carleton D.
Jones of Everett, Washington. It s a burlesque upon the
application of a modern minister seeking a place of ease rather
than a place of opportunity. But underneath the ireny, there
is a truth which needs to be carefully guarded by the ministry
of the Church ol the Nazatene. We are not to be place seek-
ers. Some of us bave listened to our sainted founder, Dr.
Bresee, preach about Garibaldi so often that we were forever
spoiled for place seeking. Our business is to preach the truth
with the Holy Ghost sent down from heaven, and to count it
our privilege to put as much into the work as possible—not
see how much we can draw out. The artide is selected and
the name of the author is not given. It reads as (ollows:
“Dear Sir and Brothers:
© “Doubtless you will recall the invitation you extended to me
to come over into Macedonia and help the people of that sec-
tion. You will pardon me for saying that 1 am somewhat
surprised that you should expect a man of my standing in the
church seriously to consider a call on such meager informa-
tion.

“There are a number of things I should like to learn before
giving my decision, and I would appreciate your dropping me
a line, addressing me at Troas.

“First of all, 1 should like to know if Macedonia is a cir-
cuit or a station. This is important, as [ bave been told that
once a man begins on a circuit it is well nigh impossible to
secure employment in station work. 1f Macedonia embraces
more than one preaching place, I may as well tell you frankly
that I cannot think of accepting the call.

“There is another item that was overlooked in your brief
and somewhat sudden invitation. No mention was made of
the salary 1 was to receive. While it is true that [ am not
preaching for money, there are certain things that need to be
taken into account. [ bave been through a long and expensive
course of training; in fact, 1 may state with reasonable pride,
that I am a Sanhedrin man—the only one in the ministry today.

“The day is past when you may expect a man to rush into
a new field without some idea of the support he is to receive,
I have worked myself up to a good position in the Asiatic
field and to take a drop and lose my grade would be serious.
Nor could I aflord to swap ‘dollar for dollar’ as the saying is
among us apostles.

“Kindly get the good Macedonian brethren together and see
what you can do in the way of support. You have told me
nothing about Macedonia beyond the implication that the place
needs help. What are soaal advantages? Is the church well
organized?

“I recently bad a fine offer to return to Damascus at an
increase of salary, and am told that I made a very favorable
impression on the church at Jerusalem. If it will help me with
the board at Macedonia, you might mention these facts, and
also some of the brethren in Judea have becn heard to say
that if I kept on, in a few years I might have anything in the
gift of the church. For recommendations write to the Rev.
Simon Peter, D. D, at Jerusalem, I will say that I am a
first class mixer and especially strong on argumentative preach-
ing. If 1 accept the call, I must stipulate for two months’
vacation and the privilege of taking an occasional lecture tour.

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How we necd intercession. How scarce
are the saints who can, or will, throw
themselves into thc brcach of intercessory
prayer. Before the Sialkot Convention
John Hyde, McCheyne Paterson and
George Turner for thirty days and thirty
nights waited before God in prayer. Three
human hearts that beat as one, pleading,
crying, agonizing over the Church of
India and the myriads of lost sonds! In
the 1908 Convention Hyde was led to
pray for one soul a day. In that year he
had over four hundred converts. In 1909
he prayed for two souls a day. In 1910
he praycd for four souls 2 day. This year
he was called to help in the revivals in
Calcutta, Bombay and many other large
cities. To your knees, O Nazarcnes!

In answer to earnest prayer God im-
pressed upon the heart of one of our de-
voted Nazarene pastors the idea of the
“Prayer and Fasting League.' Bricfly it
i3 this: To fast one meal a week—we eat
twenty-one now, sutcly we could get by
on twenty, devoting one to God and the
sprcad of holincss among the heathen—
and take the price of the meal we didn't
eat and send it to the General Treasurer
for the missionary budget of the church.
I( hall of our blessed Nazarcnes would
do this we could face any reasonable call
the mission field could make and not fear
a deficit. Did our church respond? A
few thousand only, and most of them
were women. The high water mark, we
are told, never excceded four thousand.
Out of seventy thousand people only four
thousand tried il And that number not
for long. Only about one thousand are
now left, all the rest backslid. Their love
for Jesus was not quite strong enough.
Their passion for the lost heathea too
faint, Their enjoyment of creaturely
comforts too great. Whcre is gone the
heroism of a Paul who with empty
stomach preached full salvation from Je-
rusalem to Spain? Where are the Luth-
ers, who with gnawing vitals climbed
praying, the sacred stairs of Rome, and
caught a vision which started something,
that we have even been permitted to en-
ter in upon. Where are the gaunt
Knoxes, who shook queens off their
thrones by prayer; the lank Foxes who
sent a spiritual quake from John O’
Groat's to Land's End of the “tight lit-
tle islc;"” the lithe-limbed Wesleys, who
avoided well supplied tables as they would
the devil and girdled the world with holy
fite? 1s heroism gone? Is personal sac-
rificc no more? Are we so wedded to our
food, that we cannot join the Prayer and
Fasting league? Think of it—just one
little meal a2 week| Are we so cowed by a
clamorous appetite that we are deaf to
God's voice, the successful precedent of
ancient times, the victoties won in this
manner by the fathers, and the necds of
our own day? Are pcriching souls, who
can be purchased now, on many- foreign

fields, for a few dollars apiece, unable to
still the clamor for our full twenty-one
meals a week? Do we love our stomachs
morc than we love God?

Whercver the real gospel of Jsus
touches a country like India, there is a
perceptible change for the better, both
spiritually and materially. The only hope
of that land, or any land, is Jesus.

The ‘kingdoms of this world are yet to
become the kingdoms of our Lord and of
His Christ, for the mouth of the Lord
hath spoken it. Though bitter the con-
fiict, and mighty the forces of evil, “the
gates of hell shall not prevail” “All
power is given unto me tn heaven and
in earth, Go, yc, therefore, and disciple
all nations, . . . 1 am with you always
even unto the ends of the earth.” With
an Almighty Lord and Savior beside us,
I2t us fight the good fight joyfully.

What we have which we know to be
uriversally good we are bound to share
vith others; the better it is the more
we are bound to share it; since the expe-
riencc of holiness i3 infinitely the best,
we are more bound than by any other
obligation on carth, to share this expe-
rience with all the world. On with the
missionary revivall

The Bible from start to finish i3 in-
spircd with a world wision, is cnergized
with a world purpose, and marches to a
world goal.

Only a few of the events of our Lord's
life are recorded by all four of the Gos-
pels. But all of them give us His death,
His resurrection, and in some form His
greal commission Lo go into all the world
and preach the gospel to every crealure.

The last words spoken by our Savior
before returning to His Father, words
which being last should ring forever loud-
est in the ears of His sanclified children,
and lie forever closcst to their hearts,
were these: “Unto the ultermost part of
the earth” Reader, are they ringing in
yours?

The word “apostle,” in the Greek,
means “‘missionary.” Hence it is perfectly
proper to say, when referring to Jesus'
disciples, “the twelve missionaries.” Also,
the first book following the four Gos-
pels, in the New Testament, can truly
be called “The book of the Acts of the
Missionaries.”

To Abraham God said, “In thee shall
all the families of the earth be blessed’
How can this be done without foreign
missions? To Moses He stated, “As truly

as I live, all the earth shall be filled with
the glory of the Lord” Who's going to
do this, if those who have that glory
in heart and life do not move in the
matter? In the Psalms He declares, ‘‘Ask
of me and 1 will give thee the heathen
for thine inheritance and the ultermost
parts of the earth for thy possession.”
Pray explain how this can be done unless
the Church arouses and undertakes it?
The major prophets add their voices in
the following strain: “Look unto me and
be ye saved, all ye ends of the earth’
And the minor prophets join in with:

Let
him who would “solt pedal” foreign mis-
sions, answer to the Holy Ghost, who
wrote the Book, and tell Him that we
are doing too much toward this desire
of the heart of the Master.

Reader, the next time you say grace at
the table, thank God you're not o heathen.
Twenty million in India arc forever
hungry. A handful of ricc, the head and
entrails of a fowl, a vcgctable or two,
are considered a day's rations. Children
die by the thousands from sheer starva-
tion. China i3 in worse plight than
India. It is estimated that fifty million
in China are always empty and, in win-
ter, always cold. They are born empty,
labor empty, die empty. Millions never
have fire for heat in their houses even in
cold weather, Reader, when you pray
over a well loaded table, in a comfortable
home, thank God you are not @ heathen.
Then ask Him whether there is anything
you can do to change the starving con-
ditions of heathendom. The entrance of
the gospel among them ultimately changes
all this. Will you make a thank offering
to God for spreading holiness among

these benighted hosts?

In seeking holiness of heart we must
not forget that there is an old man to be
crucified; a great inward cleansing to be
wrought by the Holy Spirit. Encourage
seekers to hold on and pray until they
know within themselves that the work is
done. When the Spirit witnesses to us,
then we can witness to the people.

To know Christ and to walk in fel-
lowship with Him, is to desire that punty
which His blood alone can give.
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SUNDAY SCHOOL LESSON
For February 10, 1929
By M. EMnLy ELLyson
Lesson SusJect: Repentance and Faith.

LessoN Text: Acts 2:32-39; Luke 1S:
11-24,

Gowpen TExT: Repent ye, and believe
the eospel (Mark 1:15).

N THIS lesson we are to consider the

two great essentials necessary to

Christian expcrience. God's Word de-
clares that ""Without faith it is impossible
to please God” and also “Except ye re-
pent ye shall all likewise perish.” There
has never been a period of world his-
tory that God has not had faithful serv-
ants who called the people to repentance.
Since “All have sinned and come short
of the glory of God,” so all must repent
if they are restored to God’s favor, and
as God is no respecter of persons, each
generation must have its opportunity to
turn from sin and wickedness.

Repentance is fundamental in dealing
with the problem of sin in human lives,
hence, Jesus declared thal the purpose
of His coming was to call sinners to re-
pentance.

It is not, however our repentance as a
matter of works that saves us, but faith
in Jesus, for “There is no other name
given among men whercby we must be
saved.” So all our sorrow for sin and
eflort to atone for the past, all the resti-
tution we may make, cannot save unless
these works are supplcmented by an ac-
tive appropriating faith in Jesus as our
Savior. In Old Testament times they
looked forward to the Lamb of Calvary,
just a3 we Jook backward te Him, and
faith in Him saves from sin and death.

Of all the Sawvior's parables probably
none illustrate our lesson subject more
aptly than the parable of the prodigal
son. Surely sin was never painted in
more striking colors, or human wrctched-
ness in more piteous strains. The delu-
sion under which this wanderer was labor-
ing when he asked for his portion, is con-
stantly being repeated by peoplc today,
especially by the younger members of
society. “Childhood and youth are van-
ity (Eecl. 11:10). The claiming of an
inheritance that he would realize after
a while, suggests an entire cstrangement
from all home aflections, and spiritually
it expresses man’s desire to be independent
of God, and lay out his life at his own
will and for his own pleasure. What a
mistake! What a delusion possesses the
mind of him who comes to the conclu-
sion, that laying out his life for himself
he can make a better investment of it
than God would make for him. “Give
me my portion of goods."

The request is not refused. It would
have profited nothing to retain this ar-

rogant youth at home against his will,"

whose heart was already estranged from

home. Better for him that he find out
by bittcr experience the folly of his re-
-quest. When man promises himself some-
thing better elsewhere, God allows him to
make the trial. He soon discovers that
true freedom is the freedom in God (John
8:32-34), and that to depart from Him
is to exchange a light yoke for a heavy
one, and one gracious Master for a host
of tyrannous bosscs. *“He who will not
serve one Lord has to serve many.”

Our text indicates that both sons rve-
ceived their portion, but it was the young-
er who threw off parental vestraint and
control. Soan we see him in his dissipated
wandenings in a far country, getting
farther and farther from the Father's
house. Sin is the soul’'s moral departure
from God, which at first is very gradual
and insidious, but with the passions and
appetites once enlisted on the side of evil,
the course is downward and rapid. Self-
respect is abandoned, the good opinions
of others despised, and association with
the vilest soon kills all regard for health,
property, or the Father’s good name. A
blasphemecr and scofler, the prodigal is
sold body, soul and spirit to do wickedly.
Sin is fear(ully expensive. A rich portion
was gone and with means exhausted,
famine and want are the wages of his
profligacy. Why did he not go to the
haunts of his former pleasures? The
answer is that ‘‘the tender mercies of
the wicked are cruel.” We see him in his
ragged, filthy dress and at his accursed
job of feeding swine. He seeks the poorest
fare in vain, We conclude that “the way
of the transgressor is hard.”

But all of these miseries are blessings in
disguise for they drive him to reflection,
and reason resumcs her dominion. He
confcsses his condition. “I perish with
hunger.’”’ Reflection is the herald of re-
pentance for the sinner cannot reflect
on the goodness of God and His care
without contrasting it with his present
condition of poverty and wretchcdness,
and as he turns toward God and home
he must turn from sin and madness.

The next step we note in the prodi-
gal's repentance is the resolution to im-
mediately return to his father and the
forsakcn home. He is now ready to con-
fess his ingratitude and his base career,
and resolves to be content with any place
in his father's dwelling. A truly sin-con-
victed soul is prostrated in the dust, and
i3 willing to be anything, or do anything
for the Lord he has so dishonored. The
least of God's mercies is earnestly desired.
He deems himself unworthy of the exalted
place of son.

In the closing part of this parable we
witness the happy results of true repent-
ance and faith. A spiritual restoration on
earth, that causes the very angels of God
to rejoice and exult over the rccovery of
a prodigal child. What must have been
the rejoicing in heaven when upon the

preaching of Peter three thousand came
back to Father and home. :

We note that Peter preached a crud-
fied and risen Christ and in the power of
the Holy Ghost. All that they saw and
heard they were told was for them and
their children if they would repent and
receive thc Holy Ghost. Rcpentance
comes before forgiveness and temission of
sins comes before we receive the gift of
the Holy Ghost. But wc note that all of
this marveclous expcrience was not only
to the few and their children, but “to all
that are afar off.” Such preaching we be-
lieve will be cllective now and bring mean
who hear under conviction and they will
cry out “"What shall we do?”
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OBSERVATIONS FROM THE
STATISTICAL REPORT

The Sunday school statistics for 1928
are found clscwherc in this issue of the
Heearo oF Horinvess. The purpose of
statistics is to give such information as
to the existing conditions as to show us
our successes or failures, our points of
strength and weakness, and point out the
reed and line of work for the future.
Statistics may seem to_ be cold and dry
but they should be carefully studied. Fail-
ing to appreciate their value we are care-
less in making them out. There is always
a disagreemcnt between the church and
the Sunday school reports, but this year
they are ncarer together. This suggests
that we arc taking morc care at this
point.

There are some very interesting revela-
tions in the present statistics. For ex-
ample, the Sunday school has added to
its enrollment 12,348, while the church
has added to its membership 5,869; the
Sunday schoal enrollment is 156,477,
while the church membership is 74,057,
There have been 5,229 joined the church
from the Sunday school.

Now, let us study these facts: First,
the Sunday school enrollment is more
than double that of the church member-
ship. It is expectcd that the Sunday
school enrollment will be the larger as it
includes children tao young for church
membership and others who are not yet
ready for church membership, but is not
the diffcrence too great here and does
not this indicate some lack somewhere?

Second, we have added to the church
membership this year S869, From the
Sunday school 5,229 have come into
church membership. This is within 640
of the total increase in church member-
ship. Of course we must remember that
the total increasc does not represent the
total number received, as there have becn
some lost to the membership from vari-
ous causes. But this does show us that
the large majority of those coming into
church membership come through the
Sunday school and that the Sunday

MISSIONARY NOTES

The following interesting items concern-
ing our missionaries in China were taken
from the Bulletin of First church, Los
Angeles. Brother and Sister Kinne are
from Los Angeles, and Brother and Sister
Kiehn while in America made their home
in Pasadena, California.

The following is an extract from a
letter creceived from Sister Kichn of
China. (Brother Kiehn is a member of
this local church)

“I want to first of all thank the Lord
for bringing us safely to China. It does
almost seem too good to be true to really
be here again. It does sccm so homelike.
I am not so afraid of the bandits or
robbers as I was at home in Pasadena. [
slcep teal well. In fact, it does seem a
great relief to relax and take time to
think. You know the Chinesc people arc
not in such a rush and hurry. Still,
while one fecls salc and it fecls good to
be back in China, our hearts ache when
we see the awlul poverty whercver we
look. There arc so many poor people
and one often sighs and prays, ‘How
long, Lord, must China be in such sorrow
and distress?’ I know you will pray for
us. I we ever needed the prayers of
God’s children, we will surely need them
this winter.”

Dr. Tucker in the Famine Relie{ in our
section of the country, writes as follows:

“Many families subsist (at a poor,
dying rate) on one meal a day, and are
not at all sure of their mixture of coarse
grain, diluted with elm or willow leaves,
and sometimes flavored with baked
locusts or chafl and held together by the
use of powered elm bark. What wonder
the children are rarely seen playing. They
seem to be waiting for something—and a
‘cup of cold water’ is not enough.

“Happily, this condition is not very
widespread, but for the millions in Shan-
tung, Chihti, (now called Hopéi), and
elsewhere, it spells hunger and woe which
can but extend to those of the next
generation. No wonder that the workers
are investigating far afield—reporting and
planning by day and night "

Sister Kiehn, in clasing her letter says,
“While waiting hcre in Tientsin, we have
had some of our own U. S. matines or
soldiers come to sce us who have nat
very long ago been saved, and the Lord
has .been blessing us in having prayer
here in our home with them They seem
to be very happy and it docs our hcarts
good to hear them sing and pray ”

The many fnends will be glad to hear
the recent ncws concerning the Bresee
Memorial Hospital in China  Brother
and Sister Kinne reached our station at
Taimingfu on Tuesday evcning, Novem-
ber 13. Brother Osborn had met them
at Tehchow and they went from there
by automabile, a distance of 125 milcs.
A royal wclcome from the missionaries
and Chinesc awaited them. Brother
Kinne writcs as follows:

“The weather is nicc now alter our
cold snap and we have as many kinds of
work going as we can do until the boat
comes with additional material. We
started the men to work the second day
after we got here and they have dug the
bascment to the cngine house and laun-
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dry. This basement is to be used for
the heating plant and for cold storage. I
am hurrying to try to gect the cement
floor on it so we can make tile for the
roofs. We cannot make tile in the winter
unless we have an enclosed place that can
be kept warm. We sent carts to the lime
kilns after lime and they have just come.
We have enough brick on hand to finish
the hospital, but have to buy for the
extra buildings. Do not have to wait
to have them made, as we usually do, for
so many people want to sell brick that
we are besieged with them. The hos-
pital is in much better condition than I
expected to find it alter the unfinished
parts have been exposed to thc weather
<o long. We will have no trouble on that
score. The missionaries did well with our
Jumber, etc. There was a large shed here
with walls on three sides. Belore they
went away they put the lumber and onc
hundred barrels of cement into that shed
and walled up the front of it with a brick
wall, and lgft no door or windows. There
is another building at each cnd of it and
1 presume that the soldicrs who were
here never suspected that the lumber
was there' Brother and Sister Kinne
