M olding t h e  p lay  together are  13 charac ter 
parts: Nine nims, two m en (the doctor and A n­
tonio) and the poet betw een acts.

D irecting the production is 
S p e e c h  professor, D r .  E a r l  
Owens. Asked w hat he feels in  
gluing and pasting every aspect 
of such a perform ance together 
he said, "I think basica lly  th e re 's  
a strong satisfaction  in  pu lling  
together elem ents th a t m ake a 
good p lay , to  see i t  pu lled  to ­
gether in  a com plete  u n i t . . .  and 
. . .  the audience responding to  
the p lay  is satisfying. "

S o m e  th ing  should be said 
about the p lay . It is slightly  im - 
u s u a l  in  its own way. It does 
no t try  to  se ll C atholicism , bu t 
conveys l o v e ,  gentleness and 
understanding. I t  w a r m s  the 
view er to  see the c lo sed -in  con­
v en t life  harboring people re a c t­
ing  to  each  other and how they  
d e a l  w ith  an  unusual situation  
t h a t  changes the  convent life . 
Not m uch space is le f t for p las­

tered  saints.
It rem ains sim ple, bu t y e t  

has been  successfully perform ed 
aroimd the world since its pro­
duction in  Spain approxim ately  
60 years ago. It has since been  
t r a n s l a t e d  in to  m ost m ajor 
l a n g u a g e s .

Our first president w e ll re ­
cognized t h e  p e r i l s  o f  en­
tang ling  a llian ces . He k n e w  
th a t national friendships en ta il 
m ilita ry  responsibi lit ie s—of ten  
burdensom e, even loathsom e, 
responsibilities. In order for a 
nation  to  serve the b est interests 
o f her own peop le, she should 
f o r m  advantageous a lliances 
bu t, as m uch as possible, avoid 
se lf-dam aging  com m ittm ents.

T o d a y ,  how ever, i t  i s  
Europe, ra the r t h a n  t h e  US 
w hich has adopted  an  iso lation­
is t stance. M o s t  E u r o p e a n  t 
n a t i o n s  have becom e aware 
th a t the ir interests in  the M id­
dle East do no t co incide  w ith  

‘***®bse''6f the  US. T hey  im port 
e i ^ ty p e r c e n to f  the ir fuel oil 
from  the M iddle East and North 
A f r i c a ,  Needless to  say, the 
vaunted  Arab o il w eapon is a 
very  re a l t h r e a t  in  Europem 
eves.

An Arab o il c u t o f f  w ill 
m ake things d ifficu lt in  the  US, 
b u t i t  would devastate Europe 
I t m ay  force A m ericans to  drive 
a  li t t le  less, b u t for Euroneana 
i t  would probably spell the end 
o f  p rivate petro leum -pow ered  
autom obiles. And t h e  Arabs 
w o u l d  n o t be hes itan t to  use 
th e ir  w eapon i f  sufficien tly  pro­
voked, T hey proved th a t recenfly 
by  im posing an  em bargo on the 
N etherlands, one European n a ­
tion  b o l d  e n o u ^  to  v o c a lly ' 
support the Israeli cause.

W ith this in  m ind , i t  should 
no t be too surprising th a t m ost 
o f the European nations refused 
to  antigmiaze t h e  A r a b s  b y  
a i d i n g  the US in  resupplying 
the Israelis w ith  w ar m a te r ia l 
A ll bu t Portugal refused to  allow  
A m erican resupply a irc ra ft to>. 
f l y  over or land  on th e ir  so il 
West G erm an C hancellor W illy 
Brandt even  fo h ad e  the issuance 
o f  U S supplies to  Israeli ships 
from  US bases in  Germany.

From the o ffic ia l US point 
of view , these a c t i o n s  a r e  
cow ardly, lo c k in g ,  and, in  
s o m e  eyes, traitorous. State 
D epartm ent spokesm an R obert 
J. M cCloskey was appalled  by 
t h e  Europeans "going to  some 
lengths to , in  e f ie c t, separate 
them selves pub lic ly  from  us. " 
One US d ip lom at was a  b it  m ore 
b lunt, "Let's face  i t .  A t crunch

tim e , we w ere screwed by our 
friends. "

The rea l k ey  to  understand­
ing the European unhelpfulness 
in  the M ideast is an awareness 
o f  the ir perspective on NATO 
Most European nations believe 
th a t NATO was form ed purely 
a:nd sim ply to  h a lt Soviet agres­
sion in  Europe. T hey do no t b e ­
liev e  the a llia n ce  d e m a n d s  
au to m atic  b lanket support of a ll 
US po lic ies w herever and w hen­
ever t h e y  happen to  con flic t 
w ith  those of the Soviet UnicMi.

They b itte r ly  resent the fac t 
t h a t  they  have not been  con­
sulted a b o u t  US Id ip lom atic t 
th ink ing  and po lic ies re la tin g  
to  the M ideast w ar. Some West 

G erm an o ffic ia ls averred  t h a t  
th ey w ere  n o t even aware of the 
U S m ilita ry  a le r t un til i t  had 
b e e n  i n  progress for several 
hours. "If your President has a 
h o t line to  the K rem lin , "com ­

p la ined  one West G erm an m il i­
ta ry  po licem an , "I d o n 't s e e  
w hy he should n o t have a t  least 
a co ld  one to  Boim. " T h e  US 
needs to  avoid  m aking decisiois 
behind the bacdcs of its "friend^' 
i f  s h e  expects to  re ta in  their 
support.

The rea lity  of the present 
situation is th a t m any Europeans
are a lm ost as m uch afra id  of US 
dom ination  as they  are of Soviet 
aggression. An ed ito ria l in  the 
France Soir explained this view: 
"The m ajor anx iety  of the French 
is th a t, although the lim its  and 
frag ility  o f the deten te  betw een 
the superpowers have been  m ade 
conspicuous, W ashington a n d  
Moscow s till in tend  to  rem ain  
the only  ones to  determ ine the 
fa te  o f the world. " Quite a  dis- 
turbing thought to  a Frenchm an 
w hoisw orried  abou tkeep ingh is 
fam ily  w arm !

A ccording to  Art Berry, form er sta te  d irector of Idaho Stu­
dent Lobby, a co llege student's four basic needs are m oney, sex, 
dope,and booze. Berry, now a law student a t  U niversity of Idaho^ 
m ade the rem ark a t  Boise S tate C ollege October 26 during ISL's 
second annual sta te convention.

Berry's quartet of needs is no t a lit tle  rem oved from  those tra ­
d itionally  ascribed m onasticism ; poverty, chastity , obedience;^ 
and love.

We a l l  could  use some extra cash, bu t th a t hard ly  jiv e s  w itK  
poverty. O bedience to  professors fac ilita te s  graduation. Love is 
worthy provided i t  is fused w ith  respect. Love w ithout a m cdicum  ' 
of chastity  is perversion. Sex is no good for dorm residents: dope 
and booze are questionable value to  a ll.

So an  NNC student m i ^ t  opt for the follw oing lis t of studeit 
needs: m oney, obedience, love and chastity . Three com e from 
m onasticism 's l i s t ,  only one from  Berry's, and th a t from the 
crush of econom ic necessity .

Fee I n c r e a s e C o n t i n g e n t  
on I m p r o v e d  Use

W hether we should approve today  the increase in  student body 
fees from  $36 to  $39 per year per student depends of course upon 
w hat the Senate intends to  do w ith  the extra m oney.

T hat students co llec tiv e ly  can  use th e ir  m o n e y  in  certa in  
w a y s  m ore b en e fic ia lly  than  can  students ind iv idually  is true. 
The Senate seem s to  be con tem p lating  even  m ore ways to  spend 
the students' m oney to  serve students. An expanded Issues and 
Answers program , a heav ie r concert schedule, a p lan  w hereby 
s m a l l  sports and outdoor equipm ent such as b icycles would be 
ren ted  cheaply  to  s t u d e n t s ,  and t h e  funding of rad io  station 
KCRH are no tab le exam ples of areas in to  w hich add itional funds 
m igh t go. If the ASNNC is to  m ove ahead  w ith  these and other 
plans, m ore m oney w ill be needed.

The fee increase should be approved in  order to  provide the 
student leaders w ith  the ab ility  to  im p lem en t the ir ideas.

A t the sam e tim e the student body as a whole should no t for­
ge t th a t the a m o u n t  of m oney w hich the governm ent extracts 
and the purpose w hich the m oney is used are both u ltim a te ly  up 
to  them . If approved, the increase should not b e  forgotten and 
nex t y ea r should not be co llec te d  imless the plans for its use are 
in  accord  w ith  the desires o f the student body.

M oney easily  c o l l e c t e d  is easily  w asted. Presently the 
ASNNC not only aim ually  co llec ts  $36 from  each  s t u d e n t  but 
spends i t  as w ell. For e x a m p l e ,  i f  you are a fu ll- tim e  stud­
en t, the newspaper in  your h a n d s  has cost you m ore than  15^. 
The en tire  ASNNC budget should be a  m a tte r o f ca refu l scrutiny.

ensics, (3) no new student ser­
v ices are offered by theASN N G  
and (4 )the  ASNNC does not ex ­
pand its concert program .

Passage of the fee increase 
w ill m ean  the  p o ten tia l for im ­
provem ent such th a t (1) students 
w i l l  be offered m ore, bigger, 
and b e tte r concerts because we 
w ill be able to  afford h i g h e r  
r i s k s ,  and (2) services to  stu­
dents c o u l d  be expanded for 
exam ple , a n  outdoor program 
in w h ic h th e  ASNNC could pur­
chase b i k e s ,  s k i  equ ipm ent, 
hiking equipm ent, e t c . , to ren t 
to  s t u d e n t s  a t a low charge 

could  be established). It should 
also be noted  th a t the 5.5%  in ­
crease asked for by the Senate 
w i l l  bare ly  m e e t inflationary 
pressures.

A vote against the  increase 
m eans th a t the  ASNNC w ill be 
forced to  continue a t the  lev e l 
w ith th e  p o te n tia l o f being forc­
ed  to  cu t back  due to  in fla tion . 
V oting for the m easure w ill as­
sure the  present levels  o f fund­
ing and w ill give the A S N N C  
the ab ility  to  exapnd program s 
in  needed  areas.

It is w orth noting th a t those 
voting against t h e  proposal in  
the Senate w ere a ll Juniors and 
Seniors. Let's th ink— ahead.

S o m e  of the s t e p s  being 
tak en  a r e  reducing classroom 
and o f f i c e  lighting  leve ls  by 
33%, reducing energy u s e d  in  
dorm s, turning o ff s e c u r i t y  
ligh ts, reducing cam pus heating  
leve ls  f r o m  72 to  68 degrees, 
shutting off fountains and e lim ­
ina ting  Christm as decorations 
as w ell as urging students to  a -  
v o i d  using elevators, e lec tric  
coffee pots, space heaters and 
hotplates.

The governor o f Indiana re ­
c e n t l y  announced a series of 
energy conservation steps, in - 
c l u d i n g  possible shutdown of 
state universities for two w eeks 
th is  w in ter. However, ex a c tly  
w hen and if  the  university  w ill 
shut down is s till p e c u la tio n . 
Some of the  energy saving m ea- ' 
s u  r  e s tak en  in  Indiana include 
large sta te cars being rep laced  
b y  com pacts, r e d u c t i o n  of  
s p e e d s  at w hich state cars are 
driven and closure of p a rtia lly - 
used buildings i n  state insitu- 
tions.

T h e  U niversity o f Texas is 
try ing  to  reduce its  energy con­
sum ption by 30% using d m ila r  
m e t h o d s .  A t  m any school 
h e a t i n g  and ven tila ting  units 
h a v e  been pu t on  tim e  clocks 
t h a t  w i l l  a u t o m a t i c a l l y  
low er the tem peratu re  by sever­
a l degrees during th e  n igh t, a 
savings o f  thousands of dollars 
annually , and students are urg—' 
ed  to  bring ex tra  blankets.

Now th a t the U nited States is fin a lly  aw akening to  the  hard 
fa c t th a t the re  w ill be fu e l shortages, how to  d ea l w ith  the  pro­
b lem  becom es t  h  e issue. Cuxrently, a  division has developed 
betw een lYesident N ixon's econom ic advisors a n d  his energy 
counselors over w hat the  p lan  of ac tion  should be.

The econom ic aides, led  by Treasury Secretary  George 
Schultz, f a v o r  a sizable ta x  increase on gasoline and perhaps 

o t h e r  fuels if  th e  im pending fu e l shortages becom e c ritic a l 
enough. W hile try ing  to  prom ote a ta x  m easure, th ey  are sim ul­
taneously  a ttack ing  a gaso line-ra tion ing  system backed  by Ire 
te rio r Secretary Rogers M orton a n d  o ther W hite Ifouse enogy  
o ffic ia ls . The d isagreem ent has a lready  begun to  cause N ix®  
adm inistra tion  offic ia ls to  choose sides.

The diqm te cam e to  lig h t last Tuesday w hen M r. Schultz, 
addressing a group o f business w riters in  W ashington, declared  
th a t p e o p l e  a r e  "overreacting" to  th e  energy problem atu l 
asserted th a t gasoline ration ing  "should be th e  absolute last re­
so rt" . Schultz fe lt th a t ration ing  is ex trem ely  d ifficu lt to  m ake 
work and added th a t he thought "we should explore every  other 
avenue o f solution hefore d iving in to  th a t tank . "

The Treasury S ecretary 's com m ents c a m e  only  two days 
afte r Interior Secretary Morton p red ic ted  th a t ration ing  would 
be needed w ith in  the nex t two or th ree  m onths and would con­
tin u e  f o r  perhaps as long as two years. M r. M orton f e l t  th a t a 
la rger gasoline ta x  is no t th e  w ay to  cope w ith  th e  fu ll shortage 
because i t  would cause too  m any  inequ ities.

It is im portan t to  rem em ber th a t th e  fu e l shortage w ill not 
b e  j u s t  for th is  w in te r, e ith e r . W hen Arab o il begins flowing 
back into th is  cotmtry ag a in , fu e l shortages w ill s ti ll be preva­
le n t, the m ain  cause being th a t the  upheavals o f world o il  sup­
p lies  have cu rta iled  refinery construction in  the  U, S. The to t­
a l effect w ill not be fe lt for two or th ree years when proposed 
refineries w hich w ere to  have been com pleted , w ill not be op­
era ting .

In m y  opinion, ration ing  is probably one of the worst m e­
thods to  d ea l w ith  fu ll shortages. Any system  devised by W ash­
ington bureaucrats m u s t  b e  basedon equal trea tm e n t for all 
A m ericans, and i t  i s  doubtful w hether any tw o have the  same 
le g itim ate  energy requirem ents. R ation ing  w ould im pose m any 
kinds of inequities, undue hardfliips, and ine ffic ienc ies upon the 
p e o p l e  a n d  the  econom y. The m ost feasib le a n d r a t i o n a l  
approach t o  t h e  fu e l‘shortages is for th e  governm ent to  allow  
energy suppliers to  raise p rices u n til dem and m eets supply.

L e a r n  to  express yourself w hen yotn  husband m istreats 
you w ith  ch ild like  sauciness.

Be changeful in  em otion.
Be a Dom estic Goddess.
D on't b e  effic ien t in  m en 's  affairs, such as leadership, 

m aking decisions, providing a liv ing , e tc .
D on 't increase the  fam ily  incom e by working.
D on 't stand in  th e  w ay of his decisions or his law . " 

A dm itted ly , I have zeroed in  on the  m ost absurd suggestions 
the  author m ade. She is , in  essence, advocating ignorance, re­
gression to  an ea rlie r em otional stage of life ,  and enslavem ent 
to  one m a n ' s  wants and desires. These a ^ e c ts ,  if  found in  a 
m ale  personality, would be considered highly d e trim en ta l. This 
is a n  exam ple of divergent views of the m a le -fe m a le  ro les in 
our society . A ll people are categorized and ex p ected to  conform.

In speaking to  the issue of slavery, Jean Jacques Rousseau 
m ade a sta tem en t w hich seem s apropos.

The author does m ake one point w ith  w hich I can  agree: A 

w om an should never try  to  change a m an. She fails to  se e , un­
fortunately, th a t i t  applies to  both sexes. Carl Sandbm g, a poet 
o f extrem e insight, w ro te, "There is a p lace  where love begins 
and a p lace  w here love ends— and love asks nothing. "

Love does not ask e ither partner in  a m arriage to  change, 
reform  or serve. Love only accep ts people for w hat they  are .

Two groups of students w ill 
b e n e f i t  most by choosing the 
option: 1) The sophomore who 
has below the 2 .0 0 cum ulative 
gpa required  for ju n io r classifi- 
c a t i o n  so cannot c o m p l e t e  
m ajor courses. 2) T h e  te ac h er 
education  student who does not 
have the 2 .2 0  cum ulative gpa 
r e q u i r e d  for a d m i s s i o n  to  
T eacher Education ( m e t h o d s  
and student teach ing).

The option  gives the student 
the right to  discard his D and F 
and t h u s  benefit from  the im ­
proved gpa.

I t is general­
ly  agreed  th a t these op- 
g a n i z a t i o n s  m e rit 
fim ding, bu t Ihe pro­
per source of funds,ad-_ 
m in istration  or student 
governm ent, h a s  n o t 
y e t been  satisfactorily 
determ ined . The ex­
te rn a l ra ther than in ­
te rn a l operations of o r ­
ganizations s h  a  11 be 
funded. Organizations 
th a t are ftmded shall 
provide a  service to  a 
sign ifican t nm nber of 
students d irec tly  and 
or a sign ifican t public 
relations benefit.

O r g a n i z a t i o n s  
w hich are represen ta­
tive  of NNC in  com pe­
titiv e  situations-such 
as M odel U nited N a- 
t i o n s ,  and Forensics, 
s h a l l  be funded this 
year, bu t future bud­
geting  of these organi­
zations is under study.

AWS, although i t  
does qualify as a  re ­
stric tive organization, 
shall be funded by the 
ASNNC because i t  is 
Open to  a sign ifican t 
proportion of the stu­
den t body. If a sim i­
la r m an 's organization 
w ere ex istan t,itw ou ld  
a l s o  b e  e lig ib le  for 
funding.
