Ten years ago yesterday R esident John F. Kennedy 
was assasinated.

Kennedy's was an optim istic age, an age exuberant in  its 
confidence. Its optimism infected every area of Kennedy's 
administration. Those in the administration believed 
deeply that they were laboring for a cause which would 
have significant influence for the good. In foreign policy, 
the Kennedy men believed in the jtistice and universality 
of American concepts, and so became involved in Cuba 
and Vietnam. In his inaugural address, Kennedy articulated 
his position, "Let every nation know, whether it  wishes us 
well or ill, that we shall pay any price, bear any burden, m eet 
any hardship, support any friend, oppose any foe, to  assure 
the survival and success of liberty. " Today in  1973, it  is 
almost inconceivable tha t a President would say the same. 
Perhaps the Kennedy optimism contributed to the sobering 
events between then and now. For we are more disappointed 
than cynical, more disillusioned than disrespectful.

In observing the death of John Kennedy,' we mourn our own 
day, for by venerating h is, we condemn our own scandal-stained 
era.

T o  further reduce excess 
energy waste, said Mr. Broom- 
S eld  students in  the three dorms 
which are electrically  heated 
(Chapman, Culver and Oxford) 
have been a ^ e d  to turn down 
their therm ostatbefore, or in  -  
stead of, opening the window 
if  the room is too hot.

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Senate Heads State Policies
Chairmen of die three stand­

ing com m ittees of the ASNNC 
Senate Tuesday stated for The 
Crusader what they fe lt were the 
m ajor goals and accom plish­
ments of their com m ittees th is_  
term.

J, D. Stewart, of the A ca­
demic and Constituency R ela­
tions Com m ittee, said his com ­
m ittee has (1) revised the cotuse 
evaluation procedures such that, 
if their proposal passes the Aca­
demic Council, the evaluations 
w ill be made in the classroom,
(2) been working on "student re­
presentation on the departmen­
tal or divisional levels, " (3) in­
vestigated the feasibility of a 
pass-fail grading system where­
by a student m ay, for exam ple, 
take 3 courses outside of his m a­
jor field of study, and (4) pre­
pared a questionnaire to be given 
to  visiting alumni concerning 
the value and operation of the 
events of Homecoming.

Dennis Johnson, chairm an 
of the 'Ways and Means Com — 
m ittee , said that preparation of 
th e  ASNNC budget comprised 
the m ajor bulk of his com m it- 
tee'sw ork. The com m ittee es­
tablished criteria for the a llo ­
cation of funds and attem pted 
to remove am biguity from "spe­
cific line item s" of the budget. 
Johnson said his com m ittee this 
week w ill be investigating the 
possibility of purchasing a pro -  
j ectio r tystem for the ASNNC in 
conjrmction w i t h  the Educa­
tional Media Center.

In otlier areas, the Ways and 
Means Committee is beginning 
to work toward the establishment 
of a "legal aids system "bywhich 
a student with disciplinary prob­
lems could utilize the assistance 
o f "student lawyers. " Such a 
system would make no changes 
in the structure of NNC's disci­
p l i n a r y  procedures, Johnson 
said.

The Campus life  Commit­
t e e  h a s  b e e n  active in  four 
areas, Terry Mattson, chairm an 

of the com m ittee, stated. (1) 
Drafted by this com m ittee was 
the b ill which was passed by the 
Senate and, if  passed by the Acar* 
demic Council, w ill establirii 
an ad hoc com m ittee whose pur­
pose w ill be to investigate the 
n e e d  f o r  and feasibility of a 
placem ent service a t NNC.

(2) The Campus Life Com- 
m i t t e e  plans to "make a gen­
eral review of the entire disci­
plinary system and establish a 
policy position for student go­
vernment alone, " The com  — 
m ittee 's  recommendations con-

e m e r g e  another "student go­
vernment policy position, "and 
whiqh w ill deal w ith the bene­
f i t s  and detriments b ro u ^ t  to 
NNC by the existence of dorm 
hours. Questions such as "Is the 
present double standard c o n ­
c e r n i n g  men and concerning 
women justifiable?" "Would the 
moral clim ate of NNC be nega­
tively affected hy  the abolition 
of dorm hours and establishment 
of some type of pass key system?" 
and "Do students really  want to 
do away with dorm hours?" w ill 
be researched.

(4) W h e t h e r  the campus 
prayer chapel should be restrict­
ed to private use only or be used 
by larger groups such as Campus 
Crusade for Christ and for class 
p r a y e r  meetings is also being ■ 
studied by the Campus Life Cbm- 
m ittee, Mattson said.

The senators were asked how 
soon many of their ideas could 
be expected to be im plem ented. 
Stewart said that the "pass-fail 
system" is "quite a ways down 
th e  r o a d  b u t  something we 
s h o u l d  start working on right 
away. "

C o n c e r n i n g  dorm hours, 
M attson sta ted  he fe lt  th a t no 

r  "rad ical changes "w ill be m ade 
i in  the near future b u t th a t now

cO m ake a decision so early  in 
his administration,he could take 
s o m e  definite action, such as 
urging the Board o j Regents to 
ctmduct an investigation of the 
m atter whereby students would 
be allowed to present their case 
to the Board, " Mattson said.

Even though the Senate can­
not directly  change Administra­
tion policy, Mattson said he felt 
t h a t  i t  c a n  give the student 
m e m b e r s  of the Student life  
Policy Com m ittee, as w ell as 
the P r e s i d e n t  of the student 
body,principles from which they 
can work with the Administra­
tion on behalf of the students. 
T h e  alternative to active in­
volvement in  an attem pt to at 
l e a s t  influence policy would 
probably be a very low morale 
on the campus, he said.

A resolution presented to the 
Senate Tuesday w ill, if  passed, 
establish an ad hoc com m ittee 
w h o s e  purpose w ill be to re­
search into the "social nee<U' 
of NNC students. Johnson said 
that the effectiveness of present 
ASNNC social programs and po­
tential improvements and new 
programs w ill be investigated.

Today is the age of the superpowers, those 

being the US and the USSR. Throughout history 
"superpowers"have always existed, but the defi­
nition of the term  has evolved with every period 
of tim e.

Perhaps the first people constituting a super­
power were the Greeks. Yet their "superpower" 
status was achieved by being more than that of 
today's requirem ent of being physically superior. 
They were the most m entally advanced of all 
peoples of their tim e, a superpower of the great­
est minds.

The Romans were the next to achieve super­
power status. Their dominant feature was one of 
superior physical strength. Although they also 
had a very advanced society and culture, i t  was 
upheld solely by their might.

A sim ilar situation existed near the beginning 
o f  t h e  1 9 t h  century. Napoleon developed a 
European superpower that seemed able to suppress 
all. Not only was strength a dominant feature of 
France, but the dawn of nationalism helped nur­
ture that strength.

■ The three Axis powers which united in  the 
l a t e  1930'? seemed to once again constitute a 
superpower. These countries Germany, Japan, 
and Italy, were m ilita iistically  the most advanc­
ed in  the world. They had nationalism retained 
f r o m  the 19th century and the strongest of the 
world's economiesbacking them  up. The latter 
characteristic was relatively  new to the concep­
tion of the superpower. In Nagasaki the last of 
the Axis powers was defeated. It was then that 
the present generation defined a superpower.

The term  was almost im m ediately linked with 
th  e ability  of a nation to destroy the world by 
means of nuclear weapons. A nation with this 
force could control the actions of the most power­
ful states and its satellites and tfierefore was term - 
ied a "superpower. "

Today a t least five nations have nuclear w ea­
pons. Too many nations can qualify under the 
old definition of "superpower. " A new charac­
teristic is being added to the definition, a char­
acteristic which w ill supercede the old criterion.

The new superpower w ill be an international 
governing body with economic controls enabling 
i t  to enforce its w ill upon the most powerful states. ■ 
To qualify, one must have a large amount of a l l

goods and resources or have a monopoly on one 
s p e c i f i c  v i t a l l y  essential resource or good 
Sm aller nations are now tasting a fraction of the 
power experienced by the superpowers in  the past. 
But even the Arab confederation does not have—

The H appiest
all of one resource (oil), and that w ill keep the 
Arab states from becoming a superpower. The 
US and the USSR rem ain the superpowers for now, 
for they have great amounts of all resources and 
goods. The European Common Market is develop­
ing into the best economic system and w ill soon 
become the world's superpower.

Nuclear weapons w ill soon be an obsolete cri­
terion for qualification as a superpower. Many 
nations w ill have the capacity to annihilate all 
the others. The new criterion w ill be economic 
supremacy over most other nations. But some­
day even this new standard for a superpower w ill 
pass. Perhaps man w ill continue with one mono­
lithic "requirement" for superpower status, but 
will revert to one that resembles that of the early 
Greeks. But if  any peoples ever become a super- 
p o w e r  because of their great m ental abilities, 
they w ill be intelligent enough to do away with 
"superpowers. "

These a r e  bars upon the wind- 
dows of our minds.

In an a g e when the physi­
cally lim ited  are gainfully em­
p l o y e d  and a t t a i n i n g  new 
heights of success, the disabled 
and the public are finding that 
physical lim itation  is no longer 
an excuse for resignation.

F r a n k  E l l i s  is a case in 
p o i n t .  Amidst his hopes and 
dreams o f  becoming an astro­
naut, a t r a g i c  plane accident 
d e p r i v e d  him of both legs. 
Two weeks after leaving a hos­
pital bed he played touch foot­
b a l l  w ith the use of artificial 
legs. A few m o n t h s  later he 
flew aC -47  c r o s s - c o u n t r y .  
A n d  two months later made a 
parachute ju m p !

The point is not the extent 
o f  Ellis' comeback. Rather it  
is t h a t  he d i d  not le t his cir­
cumstances inhibit his aq>iring 
spirit.

Where do s o c i e t y ' s  able- 
bodied m e m b e r s  fit into this 
picture? Behavior to a v o i d  is 
handing the d i s a b l e d  person 

''•"life on a  p latter" or being ex­
cessively patronizing. Granted, 
it  is often difficult to  d i s c e r n  
between giving t h e  unfair ad­
vantage and the necessary and 
equalizing allowance. This is 
a continuing and individual pro­
cess.

Government and o t h e r  or­
ganizations have taken nece ssary 
and equalizing actions. Among 
these a r e  legislation to elim i­
nate architectural barriers and 
the establishment of vocational 
rehabilitation programs. (Inci­
dentally, NNC has done much 
in o v e r c o m i n g  architectural 
barriers.)

These are steps in the equal­
ization of the disabled person's 
p l a c e  in society, but they are 
just steps. In the final analysis 
it is the individual, any indivi­
d u a l , who decides whether or 
n o t  to accept bars on the win­
dows of his m in d ."

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A c c o r d i n g  to Nader Helt Reflects
E n e rg y  CriS6S A HoQX on jaywalk ing

"The nation's present energy 
crisis w ill go down in history as 
the most successfully perpetra­
ted hoax ever put over by oil 
and gas companies, " Ralph Na­
der said Thursday November 15 _ 
in  a speech in  Boise. Nader said 
that the energy shortage has been 
fostered by 20 major oil com ­
panies who want to obtain there­
by approval of higher petroleum 
prices and lower pollution stand-, 
ards and who are attem pting to 
squeeze out independent oil dis­
tributors. They want "unfetter­
ed power to decide what govern­
m ent is going to do, " he said.

N a d e r  criticized President 
Nixon's recent speech on energy. 
Nixon urged consumers to make 
cutbacks in  their energy con­
sumption, and they should, Na­
der said; however he went on to 
urge that "the primary emphasis 
Should be on industry. " Nixon, 
inhisrequest for reduced pollu­
t i o n  control standards, acted^ 
such that "the first to  go w ill be 
the people's health. " Industry, 
which consumes 70% of the na­
tion 's energy, should bear pri­
m ary responsibility in  the diort- 
age, he said.

E n e r g y  was but one of the 
i s s u e s  through w h i c h  Nader 
stressed the importance-eCwh^?, 
he termed the restoration of self- 
government in  the US th ro u ^  
the active civic involvement on

th e  part of citizens. "It is so 
much more im portant to grow up 
in  order to participate and not. 
j u s t  spectate, " he said of the 
citizen's responsibility. "Most 
p e o p l e  spend from January to 
April earning enough to pay lo­
ca l, state, and federal income 
taxes, but spend little  or no tim e 
in  actually  working upon go­
vernment. "

That the United States needs 
improvement was recognized by 
Nader as a presupposition of his 
criticism  of corporate irrespon­
sibility a n d  of his concern for 
improved consumer protection 
a n d  e n v i r o n m e n t a l  defense 
standards. Necessary for the so­
lution of problems is the need for 
t h e  f r e e  flow of inforrnation; 
Nader argued that if  informati'sn 
iscontrolled, policy w ill also be 
takenou to f the hands of the c it­
izens.

Nader called  for the "toilet 
training of the corporations" in 
Am erica. Industry spent $3 b il­
lion on pollution control in  1970 
while com piling profits of $78 
billion, he stated. Infractions 
of pollution laws result in  "ri­
diculously sm all fines" which 
are for many nothing more than 
sm all business expenses.

.pollution was said to b e  both 
much more dangerous to health 
than generally recognized and 
much less expensive to control
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than commonly supposed.
Nader decried the "imper­

sonal crimes " upon environment 
c o m m i t t e d  by corporations. 
"Nobody would tolerate a neigh­
bor throwing garbage on one's 
lawn and then contending that 
he cannot afford to not do so, 
but there has been a tendency to 
just give up any attem pt to con­
trol the actions of the imperso­
nal corporation, "he said. Be­
cause environmental destructiai 
doesnotpose itself as an im m e­
diate k iller, as does, for exam ­
ple, a fire, actions to prevent 
such destruction is easily pro­
crastinated, he said.

In response to ques t  i  o n i  n s  
Nader suggested that President 
Nixon should resign or else be 
i m  D e a ched.

" W h y  do we mystify im ­
peachm ent? "he queried, "Was 
i t  a provision inserted to make 
t h e  Constitution look good?" 
The only way to get a fair trial 
for Nixon is im peachm ent, and 
such proceedings "will not ruin 
the country, " Nader stated.

Nader stated tha t the ques­
tion of a "government of laws 
versusagoverm ent of m en" is 
a serious m atter. "Calculated 
sustained contem pt for the law " 
m u s t  .not be tolerated; Nader 
emphasized, "If it 's  true 'they 
a ll do i t , ' it 's  tim e to stop them 
from doing it. "

This past Monday I had the opportunity to  attend the NCAA 
Cross C o u n t r y  Championships, held on Hangman Valley Golf 
Comse in Spokane, Wash. There was tremendous excitem ent 
and tension in the air a t 11 a . m .  when 222 runners rumbled a- 
way from the starting line like a herd of wild buffaloes. Sever­
a l hundred spectators w a t c h e d  enthralled as Englishman Nick- -- 
Rose of Western Kentucky, his long hair flowing in the breeze, 
t o r e  through the first m ile in 4:20 with favorites Steve Prefon- 
taine of Oregon, Doug Brown of Tennesee, andNeil Cusack, the 
the defending champ from Ireland and East Tennesee State, in 
c l o s e  attendance. At the three m ile m ark, reached in a fast 
13:46, Rose still led  and seemed to  be running w ell within him ­
self. Prefontaine was about six seconds back with home hero 
John N g e n o  of Kenya and Washington State on his heels. By 
foia: m iles. Rose had increased his lead to  about 75 yards, and 
some ^ec ta to rs  thought he had stolen the race, ^ t  Prefontaine 
running his last race of a tremendous collegiate career, went to 
work and w ith only about a h a lf-a-m ile  to go had c l o s e d  the 
gap on the tiring Rose. Pre won by 35 yards in 28:14.8 for the 
six m ile r o u t e  , and reflected his effort, staggering down the 
finish chute to ta lly  q>ent physically. It was a great race on a 
great course, most of it  being visible by spectators, something 
rare in cross country. Prefontaine's win gave him 7 NCAA tit-  
in  eight tries, a record b e t t e r e d  only by G e r r y  lindgren of 
Washington State, who went 9 for 9 in  1966-69.

"1 can 't keep up with things around here any 
m ore, " but his eyes twinkled under heavy bifo­
cals when he told me that there is no one alive 
who graduated from NNC any earlier than him­
self. 1919 was the y e a r .  The slight figure of 
Prescott L. Beals has never been a stranger uponj 
t h e  NNC campus and he cam e back to visit a- ' 
gain the other day.

Beals said he went from Nampa to India in 
1920 (waiting a year so his wife could graduate— 
no anti-fem inist h e !) and l i v e d  t h e r e  fo r34 
years. D u r i n g  World War II a ll Americans in 
India were ordered to vacate the country or stay 
at their own risk, and Beals and his wife did not 
leave. "I've never yet run from any situation. " 
He w a s forced to  retire from active missionary 
service because of h i s  age; "in fac t, I was one

year past the lim it when they made me quit. " 
Actually he h a s  not quit. He returned two 

w e e k s  ago to the US after tripping around the 
South Pacific for six months. "I spoke 112 tim es 
in 36 churches.. .  "

The eighty-one year old veteran is no doubt 
b e c o m i n g  forgetful—isn 't someone who has 
"never yet run from any situation" e i t h e r  not 
human d r  a bit forgetful?—but he is not naive, 
"Eighty percent of the people of India go to  bed 
hungry every night, " A n d he is not superior— 
"With a l l  its faults and f a i l i n g s ,  there is no 
coimtry like the US. "

Gratitude transcending d e ^ a ir  a n d  service 
b e y o n d  complacency mark this white-haired 
missionary as one who would make a'worthy sub­
je c t of any thanksgiving homily.
